	Title: To amend the administrative code of the City of New York, in relation to the possession and sale of graffiti instruments.

	Sponsors:  Council Members Vallone, Jr., Fidler, James, McMahon, Nelson, Recchia, Jr., Sears, Weprin, White Jr., and Oddo




	Summary of Legislation: This bill would amend the City’s anti-graffiti law to provide certain exceptions to the City’s general restriction on the possession of graffiti materials by individuals under the age of 21 in order to minimize any burden on the exercise of protected speech. Specifically, this legislation would not restrict the possession of graffiti materials (the “Item” or “Items”) in the following situations: (1) where the Items are contained in a manufacturer-sealed package or in a locked bag or container secured with a key or combination lock; or (2) to any person possessing Items while in or on the property of another where: (a)the owner, operator or other person having control of the property, building or facility consented in writing to the use or possession of the Item; (b) the use of the Items is under the supervision of the owner or person in control of the property; (c) the person is at his or her place of employment and the Item was, will be or is being used during the course of such employment and is used with written permission from or under the supervision of his or her employer or such employer’s agent; (d) the person is at an educational facility and uses or will use the Item at the educational facility, where he or she is enrolled, and is participating in a class at the education facility that requires the use or possession of such Item; or (e) the person is on the property of another and uses or will use the Item in or on the property of another if such use or possession is necessary to participate in a government-sponsored function or in other circumstances where a government agency gives its consent to such use or possession.

	Effective Date: This local law would take effect 60 days after its enactment.
