TITLE:
To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to health insurance coverage for the surviving spouse or domestic partner and children of deceased uniformed correctional and sanitation workers.

ADMINISTRATIVE CODE:

Amends subparagraph (i) of paragraph 2 of subdivision (b) of 

section 12-126.

On Thursday, February 12, 2004, the Committee on Civil Service and Labor, chaired by Council Member Joseph P. Addabbo, Jr., will hold a hearing on Int. No. 6, a proposed local law to amend the Administrative Code of the City of New York (the “Code”), in relation to providing health care insurance coverage to surviving spouses or domestic partners and children of deceased uniformed correctional and sanitation workers.  Department of Sanitation Commissioner John Doherty has been invited to testify, as well as representatives from International Brotherhood of Teamsters Local 831, who represent Sanitation workers.

Background:

Section 12-126 (b)(2)(i) of the Code authorizes the Mayor, at his or her discretion, to provide health insurance coverage for a surviving spouse or domestic partner, and dependent children of uniformed correctional and sanitation employees who died on or after November 1, 1996 and before February 18, 2000.  Int. No. 6 would extend this time period, replacing the February 18, 2000 end date with January 27, 2004.  The cause of death would still be required to be a natural and proximate result of an accident or injury incurred during the course of employment.


Currently, Section 12-126(b)(2)(i) of the Code provides health insurance benefits to a surviving spouse or domestic partner, and dependent children of police officers and firefighters killed in the line of duty.  The health insurance benefits are provided to a surviving spouse or domestic partner until he or she dies, and are provided to dependent children until age 19, or, if enrolled full-time as an undergraduate at an accredited degree-granting institution of higher education, until the completion of the educational program, or age 23, whichever occurs first.  Although Section 12-126(b)(2)(i) provides that such benefits are automatically granted to surviving spouses, domestic partners and eligible dependent children of uniformed Police and Fire Department members who died in the line of duty, the section also provides that the Mayor has the discretion to extend such benefits to surviving spouses, domestic partners and eligible dependent children of uniformed members of the Corrections and Sanitation Departments and employees of the fleet services division of the Police Department who died in the line of duty during the previously mentioned specific time period (currently, November 1, 1996 until February 18, 2000).  The extension of the end date of this time period to January 27, 2004 would only be effective for the part of the section that grants authority to the Mayor to use his or her discretion to extend benefits to the spouses, domestic partners and eligible dependent children of Sanitation and Corrections uniformed workers who died during the course of their employment.

Int. No. 6 would extend the date to January 27, 2004 in order to allow the Mayor to grant health insurance benefits to the survivors of two Sanitation workers who recently died while on duty.

Tragically, on August 4, 2001, Michael Gennardo, 53, a Sanitation Supervisor, was murdered in the Brooklyn South No. 16 garage, while working on the midnight to 8 AM shift.  A victim of a robbery, he was shot and died four hours later.  Mr. Gennardo was a 31 year veteran of the Sanitation Department and is survived by his wife and three children.

On January 26, 2004, Eva Barrientos was fatally pinned by the mechanical arm of a front-loading garbage truck as she was attempting to clear debris lodged in it.  Ms. Barrientos, a nine year veteran with the Sanitation Department, was only 41 years old and was raising three children at the time of her death.  She is the first woman to be killed on the job since the Sanitation Department began hiring female Sanitation workers in August, 1986.

Accordingly, in order to give the Mayor the authority to extend health insurance coverage to surviving spouses, domestic partners and children of recently deceased uniformed members of the Sanitation Department, the Committee will consider the amendment to the Code provided in Int. No. 6.  Specifically, as mentioned earlier, Int. No. 6 would extend health insurance benefit awards to a surviving spouse, domestic partner and dependent children of deceased uniformed members of the Corrections and Sanitation Departments who died in the line of duty on or after November 1, 1996 and before January 27, 2004.  This proposed local law would take effect immediately.

A Local Law

To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to health insurance coverage for the surviving spouse or domestic partner and children of deceased uniformed correctional and sanitation workers.

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:

Section 1.  Subparagraph (i) of paragraph 2 of subdivision b of section 12-126 of the administrative code of the city of New York, as designated by chapter 436 of the laws of  2001, is amended to read as follows:

(i) Where the death of a member of the uniformed forces of the police or fire departments is or was the natural and proximate result of an accident or injury sustained while in the performance of duty, the surviving spouse or domestic partner, until he or she dies, and children under the age of nineteen years and any such child who is enrolled on a full-time basis in a program of undergraduate study in an accredited degree-granting institution of higher education until such child completes his or her educational program or reaches the age of twenty-three years, whichever comes first, shall be afforded the right to health insurance coverage, and health insurance coverage which is predicated on the insured’s enrollment in the hospital and medical program for the aged and disabled under the social security act, as is provided for city employees, city retirees and their dependents as set forth in paragraph one of this subdivision.  The mayor may, in his or her discretion, authorize the provision of such health insurance coverage for the surviving spouses, domestic partners and children of uniformed correctional and sanitation employees who died on or after November first nineteen hundred and ninety-six and before  [February eighteenth, two thousand] January twenty-seventh, two thousand four and the surviving spouses, domestic partners and children of employees of the fleet services division of the police department who died on or after October first, nineteen hundred and ninety-eight and before April thirtieth, nineteen hundred and ninety-nine as a natural and proximate result of an accident or injury sustained while in the performance of duty, subject to the same terms, conditions and limitations set forth in this section.

§ 2.  This local law shall take effect immediately.
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
