          2                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Council Member

          3  Boyland has a very important announcement to make.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER BOYLAND: Thank you,

          5  Mr. Speaker. Today I join you. We are introducing a

          6  resolution today to make April 17th, this Saturday,

          7  Prostate Cancer Screening Day in Brooklyn. I think

          8  this is an astounding step from where we were in

          9  terms of health benefits. Now we are moving

         10  together. I have joined with me excellent panelists,

         11  what we call them, because they will be working with

         12  me further.

         13                 Can you come forward, please.

         14                 From Interface Medical Center, Long

         15  Island College Hospital, Brookdale University

         16  Hospital and Medical Center, Kings County Hospital,

         17  St. Mary's Hospital of Brooklyn and Woodhull Medical

         18  and Mental Health Center, SUNY.

         19                 And we are also joined by the sponsor

         20  of Prostate Cancer Screening Day, the New York

         21  Prostate Cancer Outreach Project and TAP

         22  Pharmaceuticals, who will be sponsoring this day.

         23                 And we have a proclamation for the

         24  sponsors of this wonderful day in Brooklyn. And also

         25  the American Cancer Society. Wonderful. And us too.
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          2  We have a very large group today, Prostate Cancer,

          3  our community board members and also members from

          4  the Brooklyn Community. We are hoping that this

          5  Prostate Cancer Screening Day can spread throughout

          6  New York City as we introduce the resolution today

          7  and we move toward September 21st to the 25th being

          8  Prostate Cancer Awareness Week. So we are working on

          9  that as well.

         10                 SPEAKER VALLONE: We are going to have

         11  this read into the record, which is a permanent part

         12  of our record. It is being recorded and it will be

         13  part of the history of the City of New York, which

         14  goes back, as you can see, to 1625.

         15                 Carlos.

         16                 CITY CLERK CUEVAS: The Council, City

         17  of New York. Proclamation.

         18                 Whereas, the Council of the City of

         19  New York is pleased and proud to recognize Saturday,

         20  April 17th, 1999, as Prostate Cancer Screening Day

         21  in the Borough of Brooklyn; and

         22                 Whereas, according to the American

         23  Cancer Society, although incidents of prostate

         24  cancer have declined dramatically since 1992, it is

         25  estimated that there will be 173,000 new cases in
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          2  the United States, and that there will be 37,000

          3  deaths in 1999; and

          4                 Whereas, in an effort to raise

          5  national awareness of prostate cancer detection

          6  treatment and research, the American Cancer Society

          7  has launched the prostate cancer initiative; and

          8                 Whereas, the screenings are supported

          9  by the Cancer Research Institute, the American

         10  Cancer Society, US 2 International, Inc., and the

         11  American Italian Cancer Foundation; now, therefore,

         12                 Let it be known that the Council of

         13  the City of New York recognizes Saturday, April

         14  17th, 1999, as Prostate Cancer Screening Day in the

         15  Borough of Brooklyn.

         16                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Please identify

         17  yourself on the record.

         18                 RECIPIENT: (Not identified) On behalf

         19  of TAP Pharmaceuticals, I would like to thank the

         20  Council for this proclamation, as well as our entire

         21  coalition regarding prostate cancer.

         22                 RECIPIENT: (Not identified) We are at

         23  it again. One year later, and Speaker Vallone has

         24  promised to help Tracy. God bless you all, and

         25  thanks.
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          2                 SPEAKER VALLONE: The Cancer Society,

          3  would you like to say something?

          4                 MR. LEHMAN: David Lehman, from the

          5  American Cancer Society. We are proud to support

          6  this effort and we thank Councilwoman Boyland and

          7  Speaker Vallone for making this possible.

          8                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Would anybody else

          9  like to identify themselves.

         10                 Yes.

         11                 MR. VERNS: My name is Joe Verns, I am

         12  part of US 2, the prostate cancer support group.  We

         13  are delighted to be part of this and we thank the

         14  Council for their support in this endeavor.

         15                 How is your PSA, Peter?

         16                 SPEAKER VALLONE: I just had it

         17  checked, believe it or not. Just had it checked.

         18                 Okay, on behalf of the entire City

         19  Council, I want to thank all of you because God

         20  knows that this is one of the most important things

         21  that we can do today.

         22                 Okay, thank you very much. You are

         23  welcome to stay with us, if you like, or whatever.

         24                 Okay, Council Member Golden. Our

         25  golden Council Member.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER GOLDEN: Good

          3  afternoon, my colleagues, friends, and Ft. Hamilton

          4  High School Tiger Sharks, who I am introducing here

          5  today, are the championship team at Ft. Hamilton

          6  High School, and I would like to bring them up here

          7  and congratulate them.

          8                 We also have here the Vice Principal,

          9  Mrs. Russo, and Mrs. Rufinello and Dan Quinton,

         10  their coach.

         11                 This is the Speaker of the City

         12  Council, Peter Vallone.

         13                 Ft. Hamilton High School was named

         14  appropriately after Ft. Hamilton Army Base, which

         15  was placed in Bay Ridge in 1825 to defend our

         16  shores, and appropriately this school was named in

         17  1943 for that purpose. These children and the kids

         18  at Ft. Hamilton have always fought the odds in

         19  attending Ft. Hamilton High School. They have a

         20  field there that has the baseball, the softball, the

         21  running team and the football are uncompetitive,

         22  because the competing teams will not compete on

         23  those fields. So, with the help of the City Council

         24  and Speaker Vallone, we hope to make those fields

         25  affordable and workable for the community and for
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          2  these kids.

          3                 Ft. Hamilton High School has also

          4  been fighting the odds with a number of kids that it

          5  was set up to handle, 2,600, and they are presently

          6  up to 4,300, down from 5,000 some years ago. But I

          7  do believe the numbers are going to go up and the

          8  overcrowding is going to exist. And if you take a

          9  look at this, we cover the melting pot. We have

         10  every country up here that we can imagine. We have

         11  people here only a short period of time.

         12                 What country are you from?

         13                 STUDENT: Dominican Republic.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER GOLDEN: How long are

         15  you here.

         16                 STUDENT: I was born here.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER GOLDEN: How many

         18  people just got here?

         19                 How many people are here only a short

         20  time?

         21                 Where are you from?

         22                 STUDENT: Ukraine.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER GOLDEN:  Ukraine.

         24                 Anybody else just here? Yes, sir? How

         25  long are you here?
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          2                 STUDENT: Three years.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER GOLDEN: Three years.

          4  We have them from all over and they are such a great

          5  group and they really honor Bay Ridge, Bensonhurst,

          6  Dyker Heights, Sunset Park and the areas that they

          7  come from, and we are proud to bring you before the

          8  City Council and to give you this award.

          9                 Mr. Speaker.

         10                 SPEAKER VALLONE: I want to

         11  congratulate you on behalf of both the City Council,

         12  and we are going to have this read right into the

         13  record, which becomes part of the  permanent record

         14  of the City.

         15                 Mr. Clerk.

         16                 CITY CLERK CUEVAS: The Council, City

         17  of New York. Proclamation.

         18                 Whereas, the Council of the City of

         19  New York is pleased and proud to honor the Ft.

         20  Hamilton High School Boys Swim Team on the occasion

         21  of their winning the 1998, 1999 PSAL swimming

         22  championship; and

         23                 Whereas, during its championship

         24  season, the Tiger Sharks set a number of school and

         25  PSAL records, including the City record for the 200
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          2  yard freestyle relay; and

          3                 Whereas, under the leadership of

          4  coach Dan Quinton, the Tiger Sharks have brought

          5  great honor to Ft. Hamilton High School, one of the

          6  finest academic high schools in our City; now,

          7  therefore,

          8                 Let it be known, that the Council of

          9  the City of New York honors the members of the

         10  1998/1999 Ft. Hamilton High School Tiger Shark Boys

         11  Swimming Team for their truly special championship

         12  season.

         13                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Okay, that's really

         14  great.

         15                 Congratulations. How many of you have

         16  your life-saving certificates? Lifeguards? Let me

         17  tell you, it was a great job. I am sorry I ever gave

         18  it up. It was a wonderful job being a lifeguard, it

         19  is wonderful being on a swim team. The City of New

         20  York desperately needs lifeguards, so if you can

         21  take the course, I can guarantee you a good job in

         22  the course of the summer.

         23                 Congratulations. Congratulations,

         24  Council Member Golden. You are now part of the

         25  almost four-century history of the City of New York.
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          2                 Coach, would you like to say

          3  something?

          4                 COACH QUINTON: On behalf of my team,

          5  we would like to thank the City Council, Council

          6  Member Golden, and Councilman Vallone for bringing

          7  us down here and honoring us.

          8                 Thank you very much.

          9                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Do you want to get a

         10  group photograph? Okay, now you have got to make

         11  sure you see the photographer, and this way he will

         12  make sure he can see you.

         13                 Thank you, guys.

         14                 We have one more. Stanley.

         15                 Now we have Commissioner, former

         16  Commissioner Gelber. Marilyn.

         17                 I think that we have an honor to the

         18  whole Council today, as well as to Stanley and

         19  myself. So, why don't you introduce who is here and

         20  tell us what it is about.

         21                 MS. GELBER: Thank you, Mr. Speaker.

         22  Right, we are doing a little bit of a role reversal.

         23  Instead of accepting a proclamation from the

         24  Council, today we are here really to honor the

         25  Council.
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          2                 I am here in my capacity as chair of

          3  the Environmental Action Coalition. I want to

          4  introduce my colleagues who are also here, who are

          5  also Board members. Carolyn Konheim, Kendall

          6  Christiansen, Paul Baritizi is the Executive

          7  Director of EAC, a person who is not unknown to many

          8  of you here at the Council, Martha Holstein, and Ben

          9  Esner.

         10                 We really are here today to celebrate

         11  an incredibly important action taken by this body

         12  ten years ago, an action which continues to inspire

         13  New Yorkers into believing that we can both be a

         14  great City and a green City. It is an action that

         15  continues to provide the only real bedrock in the

         16  current debate swirling around the closure of

         17  Freshkills Landfill. It is an action that

         18  demonstrated vision and leadership, an action that

         19  demands to be publicly honored. And what I am

         20  talking about is, today is the anniversary of the

         21  passage of Local Law 19, the law which established

         22  recycling in New York City.

         23                 Tonight EAC will be honoring a number

         24  of groups who have made recycling work over the last

         25  ten years, major corporations, community
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          2  organizations, small business people, and we will

          3  also be honoring the Operations Division of the

          4  Department of Sanitation.

          5                 But we have asked for the opportunity

          6  to honor in public before tonight's ceremony, this

          7  body, this City Council, because tonight we want to

          8  give the City Council and its leadership a special

          9  award because in fact you are the authors of the

         10  recycling law and you are those who are most

         11  responsible for instituting this policy in the City.

         12  And so tonight we are going to present an award for

         13  civic vision and leadership to Speaker Vallone and

         14  to Stanley Michels as Chair of the Environmental

         15  Protection Committee of the City Council.

         16                 Again, we wanted to do this in public

         17  today, on behalf of the environmental community, and

         18  on behalf really of all New Yorkers who love this

         19  City and who want to make it an environmentally

         20  healthy and economically sustainable City into the

         21  next century. I want to thank and honor Speaker

         22  Vallone and Council Member Stanley Michels.

         23                 Tonight we are going to give them

         24  their award, but in this very public forum, I wanted

         25  to let everybody know how responsible they are for a
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          2  very good thing, and it is ten years and they

          3  deserve all of their honor.

          4                 Thank you.

          5                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Mr. Chairman.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: Mr. Speaker,

          7  thank you so much for this honor. It is a great

          8  honor and well deserved on behalf of the Council and

          9  the forward-thinkingness of our Speaker, under whose

         10  leadership this has happened and continues to

         11  happen, as you now are implementing full weekly

         12  recycling in the City of New York, which came about

         13  as a result of my Committee and this full Council

         14  under the leadership of the Speaker.

         15                 So, I think it is nice to rest on the

         16  kudos of what we did back then, because you and I

         17  know that recycling will not work unless we

         18  continually watch it, nurture it, and make sure it

         19  happens and is enforced, and that is what we are

         20  doing and the Speaker is helping us to do that, and

         21  the fact that you are here watching us, monitoring

         22  us, guiding us, advising us and telling us what to

         23  do is also important. This is a partnership with the

         24  people of the City of New York, and the role the

         25  environmental community plays is something we are
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          2  all very proud of.

          3                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Thank you, Chairman

          4  Michels. Don't go away, because I think the record

          5  should indicate that the Commissioner, former DEP

          6  Commissioner, Marilyn Gelber, did so much to have

          7  awareness of the City of the importance of not just

          8  recycling but anything that has to do with making

          9  our world better, and it starts off right here in

         10  the City of New York, the capital of the world.

         11                 And Marilyn, who was assistant to the

         12  Mayor in a couple of different administrations, this

         13  was always one of your great passions and I think

         14  that the results are beginning to show today because

         15  with the closing of the largest landfill in the

         16  world, coming up as we get into the next century,

         17  that could only have been done, and it is only

         18  possible to be done, if we had been working together

         19  so diligently over the last decade to have what I

         20  think is probably the greatest recycling program in,

         21  at least as I know of, in the nation.

         22                 Thank you all very, very much.

         23                 Does anybody else want to identify

         24  yourself and say anything?

         25                 All right, thank you. We will see you
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          2  tonight. God bless you, and thank you.

          5                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Aye.

          6                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: By a vote of

          7  35 in the affirmative, to nothing in the negative,

          8  all Land Use items are adopted at this time.

          9                 Is there a communication from the

         10  Speaker?

         11                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Yes. Thank you. At

         12  this time, on my time Council Member Robles would

         13  like to make an important comment.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER ROBLES: Thank you, Mr.

         15  Speaker, my colleagues.

         16                 I want to thank you, Mr. Speaker, for

         17  allowing me this opportunity.

         18                 My colleagues, many times on this

         19  floor I have heard members question people of this

         20  City and their loyalty and their love for this

         21  country.

         22                 This past week, or the last week or

         23  so, there were three American soldiers that became

         24  prisoners of war. Two of them, I want to remind you

         25  of the last name, on was called Ramirez, and the
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          2  other one Gonzalez. And if you watched Gonzalez'

          3  mother on television from California, all she did,

          4  although she is in pain, she talked about her son,

          5  how proud she was, because her son volunteered

          6  because of his love and respect for this country and

          7  what this country has given him the opportunity, and

          8  in doing so, he volunteered to go into the service

          9  and today he is one of three prisoners of war.

         10                 I want to say that, one, I hope we

         11  keep them in our prayers; and, two, that we remember

         12  what we stand up on the floor and sometimes question

         13  some of us about our loyalty and how or whether we

         14  appreciate what this country has done for us, that

         15  you remember Ramirez and Gonzalez, because today

         16  they are prisoners of war because they were giving

         17  back to this country what they felt this country has

         18  given to them, like the City, the City of Hope and

         19  opportunity.

         20                 Mr. Speaker, I want to thank you for

         21  allowing me to have this opportunity when all of my

         22  colleagues are in the Chambers to hear the message.

         23                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Thank you, Chairman

         24  Robles. While we are talking about prayers, I ask my

         25  colleagues to remember Steve Stark in our prayers,
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          2  he had a serious heart operation on Friday, he had a

          3  setback on Sunday, he is presently in Beth Israel

          4  Hospital, for those of you who may want to send

          5  anything over, but keep Steve Stark in your prayers

          6  also.

          7                 Minority Leader Tom Ognibene would

          8  like to introduce a new colleague in the Republican

          9  establishment.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER OGNIBENE: Thank you

         11  very much, Mr. Speaker.

         12                 As you know, we were very amply and

         13  adequately served by our formal counsel to the

         14  Minority Jim Oddo, who somebody said that as a

         15  reward for doing a bad job they get elected to the

         16  Council, but Jimmy did a great job and a wonderful

         17  job for us, and it is wonderful always to have a

         18  good counsel. And we have been fortunate, we have a

         19  new young man who has joined our staff, really the

         20  central staff of the City Council, and I would like

         21  to take the time to introduce him to everybody, his

         22  name is Kevin Fullington. We might as well break the

         23  anxiety.

         24                 He is a very bright young man who

         25  went to Providence College. He was on the Dean's
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          2  List. He is a graduate of Fordham University School

          3  of Law, and he had worked previously for the New

          4  York State Attorney General's Office, and he now

          5  joins us. And I noticed on his resume, here is

          6  something interesting, he did do a brief internship

          7  in the summer of 1994 at New York City Hall, City

          8  Clerk's Office, Assistant to the Deputy City Clerk.

          9  So, he has some experience at City Hall and we look

         10  forward to a lot of service from him. Thank you for

         11  joining us, Kevin.

         12                 Thank you, Mr. Speaker.

         13                 MR. FULLINGTON: Thank you.

         14                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Welcome aboard. You

         15  are welcome on behalf of the whole Council.

         16                 I should have mentioned, you will

         17  notice the absence of Deputy Leader Archie Spigner

         18  today, also in Beth Israel Hospital, his wife

         19  Christine Spigner is being operated on, I ask you to

         20  please remember her in your prayers also.

         21                 We have two resolutions on today that

         22  are on my time, the Speaker's time. Chairperson Lucy

         23  Cruz would like to say something.

         24                 Council Member Cruz.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER CRUZ: Thank you, Mr.
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          2  Speaker.

          3                 My colleagues, on Friday, April 9th,

          4  the City Council's Committee on Civil Service and

          5  Labor, of which I am the Chair, voted out of

          6  Committee Resolutions 258 and 652 by a resounding

          7  eight votes in the affirmative and none in the

          8  negative.

          9                 Today, just prior to this meeting of

         10  the full Council, the Committee on Civil Service and

         11  Labor voted on an amended version of resolution 258.

         12  The amended version 258-A, adds a provision which we

         13  believe references the most compelling reason for a

         14  residency requirement.

         15                 The added clause states, "Whereas, it

         16  is expected that a residency requirement would make

         17  the New York City Police Department more

         18  representative of the communities it serves by

         19  restricting the eligibility pool to New York City

         20  residents where there are larger numbers of

         21  African-Americans, Latino and Asian-Americans.

         22                 Resolution 258-A, sponsored by

         23  Council Members Spigner, Cruz, Pinkett,

         24  Malave-Dilan, Rodriguez, Warden, Watkins, Ognibene,

         25  and Stabile and also Council Members Harrison,
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          2  Leffler, Robinson, Robles, Koslowitz, Lasher,

          3  Espada, DiBrienza, and Council Member Quinn. Calls

          4  upon the New York State Legislature to amend the

          5  public officers' law to require the uniformed

          6  members of the New York City Police Department to

          7  reside within the City and resolution 652, sponsored

          8  by Speaker Peter Vallone and Council Members

          9  Spigner, Cruz, Malave Dilan, Koslowitz and Stabile,

         10  also Council Members Eisland, Leffler, McCaffrey,

         11  O'Donovan, Robinson, Warden, Lasher, Espada, and

         12  DiBrienza, calls upon the State Legislature to

         13  provide income tax credits and property tax credits

         14  and public college tuition grants for members of the

         15  New York City Police Department who reside in the

         16  City of New York.

         17                 My colleagues, the City has been

         18  involved with the issue of police residency since

         19  1978. In fact, we attempted to pass by local law a

         20  residency requirement for police officers.

         21                 However, it was struck down by the

         22  New York Court of Appeals.

         23                 Since then we have been urging the

         24  State Legislature to amend the State public officers

         25  law and require City residency for police officers.
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          2  Let me convey to you that at the Committee on Civil

          3  Service and Labor hearing this past Friday, the

          4  Administration took the unfortunate position that

          5  passage of a residency requirement has no

          6  possibility of successful legislative action in

          7  Albany.

          8                 They further stated that, "mounting

          9  such an effort for symbolic purposes only would

         10  falsely raise the expectations, would be

         11  counterproductive and diminish our ability to

         12  accomplish obtainable goals.

         13                 To that I say wrong on all counts.

         14  First in Albany there is now serious talk on the

         15  issue of police residency, because of the enormous

         16  groundswell of public and political pressure brought

         17  to bear on the issue.

         18                 Second, there is no symbolism here.

         19  Our actions are real, honest and true and any

         20  representation otherwise is callous, arrogant and

         21  wrong-headed.

         22                 Third, I fail to see the logic behind

         23  an assertion that our actions are counter-productive

         24  and would diminish the likelihood of accomplishing

         25  obtainable goals.  Yes, we want a residency
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          2  requirement, however, I fail to see how this goal

          3  detracts from other goals such as those outlined in

          4  resolution 652.

          5                 Amadou Diallo was tragically killed

          6  in my Council district. Since then numerous meetings

          7  have taken place with residents, community groups

          8  and police personnel.

          9                 In addition, I, along with my

         10  colleagues, Council colleagues, met with the Mayor

         11  in an attempt to establish an ongoing dialogue with

         12  the purpose of quelling community fears in relation

         13  to the Police Department.

         14                 Ladies and gentlemen, my colleagues,

         15  the residents in the City of New York have

         16  undoubtedly lost confidence in our Police

         17  Department.

         18                 The Mayor has recognized the Police

         19  Department reforms must be made. I believe that

         20  these measures, along with reforms proposed by the

         21  Council and State Legislature, including a residency

         22  requirement, will go a long way toward better

         23  policing and restoring the public faith and

         24  confidence in the New York City Police Department.

         25                 Thank you.
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          2                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Thank you very much.

          3                 Finally, the Chairperson of the

          4  Public Safety Committee, Sheldon Leffler, would like

          5  to make an announcement.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER LEFFLER: Right.

          7                 My colleagues, I would like to bring

          8  to your attention a meeting of the Public Safety

          9  Committee this coming Monday, April 19th, at 10:00

         10  in the Chamber here, with respect to the Street

         11  Crimes Unit of the Police Department.

         12                 You will recall that Commissioner

         13  Safir gave us an hour and ten or 15 minutes of his

         14  time at the last meeting that we had on this, and

         15  promised to come back and give us more time and

         16  answer to questions that we had with respect to the

         17  Street Crimes Unit, on such issues as the propriety

         18  of their stops and frisks, the propriety of arrests,

         19  the diversity of the unit.

         20                 You are all invited to attend this

         21  Monday morning. This is one more attempt at trying

         22  to make the Police Department accountable with

         23  respect to issues which arose in connection with the

         24  Amadou Diallo slaying but which really are more

         25  pervasive, and that is to get the Department to be
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          2  more accountable with respect to instances of abuse

          3  and excessive use of force.

          4                 So, again, this Monday on the Street

          5  Crimes Unit.

          6                 Thank you.

          7                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Thank you very much.

          8  That concludes my portion of the meeting.

          9                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: At this time

         10  there will be discussion of general orders.

         11                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Oh, I am sorry. We

         12  had one more important speaker under my time for

         13  Council Member Noach Dear, the Chairman of

         14  Transportation.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER DEAR: Many members

         16  might have seen that the City Council Investigative

         17  Unit came out with a report yesterday which surveyed

         18  1,000 riders on the trains with regard to the

         19  MetroCards. It was a very well done documented

         20  report, and I must tell you, it came out with some

         21  unbelievable issues and items that I think will be

         22  helpful, hopefully, if the Transit Authority listens

         23  to them, we will be able to improve on MetroCards.

         24  Keeping in mind that the MetroCard program has been

         25  an issue with the City Council going back for ten
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          2  years. We have been pushing for this for so long and

          3  for also eliminating the double-fare zones, and all

          4  of the benefits that came out of MetroCard. And now

          5  the system is in place, we find that the Transit

          6  Authority has decided that they want to cover their

          7  eyes and close their eyes to issues that are

          8  affecting MetroCard and affecting the ridership.

          9                 One of the things that came out of

         10  the survey, nine out of ten people during the first

         11  time they swiped their card, have had to swipe their

         12  cards a second time, which is close to 90 percent of

         13  the people find that the first time they cannot, it

         14  does not take and it does not work.

         15                 A third of the people, a third of the

         16  passengers are either locked out because they have

         17  tried it enough times and they have tried to go to

         18  another turnstyle and they read out that it is a

         19  lockout, meaning they have to wait 18 minutes before

         20  they can tried that card again, and it obviously

         21  puts them in jeopardy and puts them at a difficult

         22  time because they obviously will miss trains.

         23                 And another third of the group of

         24  people found that their cards, they get what we call

         25  "double-dipping", they are charged twice for the
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          2  same fare. And when we questioned the Transit

          3  Authority, what are you doing about it, obviously

          4  they had no answers, they all refused to give us

          5  information which they claimed to have, or it

          6  depends on who you talk to, some say you do have it,

          7  some say you don't have it. If they don't have it,

          8  it is an outrage why they are not keeping this type

          9  of information, and if they do have it, why don't

         10  they obviously share it with us.

         11                 At the conclusion of our hearing,

         12  after we gave out this report, they have agreed to

         13  come back in 30 days and to give to us what the

         14  things are that they are going to improve the

         15  system, including giving discretion to the telephone

         16  booth clerks when there is a lock-out to allow them

         17  to waive the passenger in, also to give the Police

         18  Department the right and discretion when they see a

         19  lock-out that allows them to come through the

         20  turnstyle and also vis-a-vis their enforcement

         21  policy.

         22                 We had two victims yesterday who had

         23  an unlimited card. Out of frustration, one was a

         24  woman, it was late at night and she was afraid to go

         25  upstairs after she was within the station, her card
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          2  locked her out, the telephone booth clerk didn't

          3  want to do anything, she jumped the turnstyle,

          4  showing that she had an unlimited card, paid the $63

          5  in advance, and of course she was arrested by two

          6  plainclothes officers, and there is a whole issue

          7  afterwards because the sergeant came and told the

          8  officers maybe you should not arrest this person.

          9  And one of the things we said is if there is a

         10  person with an unlimited card, there is no reason

         11  why that person was doing anything wrong jumping the

         12  turnstyle if their card read "lockout".

         13                 Then we also asked for the

         14  information, they promised to bring forward this

         15  information to the City Council.

         16                 We hope that within the 30 days that

         17  you will come back with better answers, improve

         18  services and better customer relationship, so we can

         19  improve this system because it is a good idea and we

         20  want to continue in pursuing this idea.

         21                 A lot of these constituents, by the

         22  way, of the problems came forward by my colleagues,

         23  and I urge you that if you have constituents that

         24  come forward with these type of problems, please

         25  forward them to my office or to my counsel's office.
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          2                 Thank you very much.

          3                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Thank you,

          4  Council Member Dear.

          5                 We will continue now with the

          6  meeting. Is there more communication from the

          7  Speaker?

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER BERMAN: Mr. Public

          9  Advocate, with your permission and with the

         10  permission of the members, if there be no objection,

         11  Lucy Cruz has an appointment with the doctor and

         12  would like to be able to vote at this time.

         13                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Hearing no

         14  objection, Council Member?

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER CRUZ: Aye.

         16                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Cruz.

         17                 COUNCIL MEMBER CRUZ: Aye.

         18                 Thank you very much.

         19                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Thank you.

         20                 Discussion of general orders.

         21                 Would anyone seek to be recognized at

         22  this time for up to two minutes on any matter to be

         23  voted on today?

         24                 Would anyone seek to be recognized?

         25  Seeing no one, seeing Council Member Robles giving
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          2  me the move along sign, I would like to ask for any

         24                 Having done that, I would record a

         25  yes vote on all coupled general orders.
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          2                 Thank you.

          3                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Golden.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER GOLDEN: May I be

          5  excused to explain my vote?

          6                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Please.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER GOLDEN: No on 258-A,

          8  and the purpose of no, it doesn't include the

          9  uniformed services or the school teachers and it

         10  also creates border wars for many New York City

         11  residents who work across the borders in other

         12  counties. It reduces the talent pool which could

         13  lead to the lessening of job eligibility

         14  requirements in the future, setting ground rules for

         15  future disasters.

         16                 However, we should look to encourage

         17  New York City residents to take this test, like the

         18  five points that we give now for residents, and the

         19  legislation, like Resolution 652. And I vote aye on

         20  all others.

         21                 Thank you.

         22                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Ognibene.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER OGNIBENE: Mr. Public

         24  Advocate, may I be excused to explain my vote?

         25                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN:  Hearing no
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          2  objection, please.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER OGNIBENE: I have

          4  always been supportive of some mechanism that we can

          5  use to encourage our local citizens in the City of

          6  New York to join the police force.

          7                 I know I am very fortunate in the

          8  104th Precinct that many of my residents are members

          9  of the uniformed services, particularly the Police

         10  Department.

         11                 But there are two things that concern

         12  me: One is a positive thing, in that I think that

         13  652 provides a better mechanism, as I can see it

         14  right now, than 258-A. It is a positive kind of

         15  carrot rather than the stick method of encouraging

         16  members from our local communities to join the

         17  police force.

         18                 I am also disturbed that although I

         19  sponsored 258-A, I expected, I sponsored 258, but I

         20  expected that there would be a more open and candid

         21  discussion at the hearing and I am told by my

         22  colleagues who were there and by members of the

         23  Administration, that there wasn't a full and

         24  adequate hearing allowed and that the speakers on

         25  behalf of the Administration, particularly the
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          2  Criminal Justice Coordinator, had been cut off in

          3  the middle of his testimony while the vote was

          4  taken, which I think is unfortunate.

          5                 Accordingly, I will vote no on Reso

          6  258-A, and aye on all other coupled general orders.

          7                 Thank you.

          8                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Speaker Mr.

          9  Vallone.

         10                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Aye.

         11                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: All items are

         12  adopted, by the same 48 to nothing vote, with the

         13  exception of 258-A, which is adopted 42 in the

         14  affirmative, six in the negative and because of

         15  additional Council members voting, the Land Use

         16  items are adopted also 48 in the affirmative to

         17  nothing in the negative.

         18                 At this time we will move to

         19  introduction and reading of bills.

         20                 SPEAKER VALLONE: I would ask that the

         21  bills be referred to the Committees as indicated,

         22  with the exception of those on for immediate

         23  consideration.

         24                 Starting with Resolution 716,

         25  sponsored by myself, McCaffrey and Sabini. Declaring
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          2  April 24th, 1999 as Armenian Martyrs Day in the City

          3  of New York, and urging all people to remember the

          4  genocide of the Armenian people that was perpetrated

          5  by the Ottoman Turks, calling upon the President of

          6  the United States to vigorously pursue an

          7  acknowledgment of the genocide from modern Turkey

          8  and directing the Clerk of the City of New York to

          9  forward a copy of this resolution to the President

         10  of the United States.

         11                 I waive the reading and ask for

         12  immediate consideration.

         13                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Are there any

         14  objections?

         15                 (No response.)

         16                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Hearing none,

         17  the resolution -- I am sorry, all in favor, please

         18  say aye.

         19                 THE QUORUM: Aye.

         20                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Opposed no?

         21                 (No response.)

         22                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: The immediate

         23  consideration is adopted.

         24                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Resolution 717, by

         25  Council Member Boyland.
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          2                 Recognizing Saturday, April 17th,

          3  1999, as Prostate Cancer Screening Day in the

          4  Borough of Brooklyn.

          5                 Council Member Boyland.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER BOYLAND: I waive the

          7  reading.

          8                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Are there any

          9  objections to this immediate consideration?

         10                 All of those in favor, please say

         11  aye.

         12                 THE QUORUM: Aye.

         13                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Opposed, No?

         14                 (No response.)

         15                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: This immediate

         16  consideration is also adopted.

         17                 SPEAKER VALLONE: That I believe

         18  concludes the immediate considerations, and at this

         19  time Council Members may speak on any subject they

         20  wish.

         21                 Council Member Pinkett wishes to be

         22  recognized.

         23                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Council Member

         24  Robinson -- I am sorry. Council Member Pinkett and

         25  then Robinson.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER PINKETT: Thank you.

          3                 I rise to speak in terms of just one

          4  thing. Whatever the outcome of any legislation, I

          5  think it is very, very important that history is

          6  considered.

          7                 There used to exist in the City of

          8  New York, a piece of legislation which was called

          9  the Lion's Law, and that law required everyone,

         10  teachers, fire officers, and police officers, to

         11  reside within the City of New York. There was no

         12  escape hatch, everyone lived in the City of New

         13  York. There were no wars, turf wars, or anything

         14  else, but they lived in the City in which they

         15  earned their living. Which is very important.

         16                 That law was changed when, and which

         17  I would have to believe the connivance of political

         18  people, agreed that they should be able to move

         19  outside of the City citing the need for adequate

         20  housing and the inability of the City to provide

         21  that housing for the police, and hence they had to

         22  go elsewhere.

         23                 They then were restricted to two

         24  counties, and ultimately it grew to five counties.

         25  And of course, the places that you are fearful of
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          2  for the wars, were places who needed people who

          3  could live on the salaries that New York City

          4  provided, because those counties could not and did

          5  not provide the salaries that New York City did

          6  provide.

          7                 So they came to New York City, not as

          8  an act of grace and mercy to save us, but because in

          9  essence we rescued them. And so if there is a war,

         10  which I doubt there will be, I think the war will be

         11  who will hold on to the City of New York and its

         12  bounty. And we feel we have made our contribution to

         13  their well-being, it is time now to protect

         14  ourselves.

         15                 Thank you.

         16                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Thank you,

         17  Council Member Pinkett.

         18                 Now Council Member Robinson, and then

         19  in order, Council Members Boyland and Linares.

         20                 COUNCIL MEMBER ROBINSON: Thank you

         21  very much, Mr. Public Advocate, Mr. Speaker, my

         22  colleagues.

         23                 I rise to make you aware of a major

         24  event that will take place in New York City

         25  tomorrow. We, the New Yorkers, for law, order, peace
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          2  and justice, call upon New Yorkers who are concerned

          3  about reforms to stop police corruption and

          4  brutality to join with us at Cadman Plaza tomorrow

          5  at 3:00.

          6                 I would also call attention to the

          7  withdrawal of the discretionary dollars, youth

          8  dollars, for budget year 2000.

          9                 I am deeply concerned that we are

         10  continuously talking and showing statistics

         11  regarding crime going down, yet the new housing for

         12  our young people is jail. It is a very sad day in

         13  New York City when we see the dollars withdrawn from

         14  the budget for youth services and preventive

         15  programs, discretionary dollars, that the Council

         16  members distribute to the community-based

         17  organizations within their communities, and we see

         18  within the Mayor's Preliminary Budget, that those

         19  dollars have been withdrawn.

         20                 I think because they sent out one

         21  letter and then they sent out another, to say that

         22  those dollars are not going to be available for the

         23  Year 2000. So, what do we say to our programs and

         24  services in our communities, when they want to

         25  provide some activities for the young people? We are
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          2  not talking about a whole lot of dollars, we are

          3  talking about $15,000, but yet those $52,000 --

          4  excuse me -- but those dollars will not be available

          5  to assist the softball teams, they will not be there

          6  to assist the young people that participate in

          7  activities with the police community councils, those

          8  dollars will not be there.

          9                 So, while we talk about our young

         10  people and how they are not achieving, we then find

         11  that we are taking the money, the very dollars that

         12  our young people need to be able to be whole in this

         13  City.

         14                 I challenge my colleagues who sit

         15  here and those that vote on these budgets and those

         16  that don't vote on these budgets, to speak up and

         17  say something about it. Because not only are the

         18  children in the communities of Bedford Stuyvesant

         19  and Crown Heights and Flatbush and Harlem and the

         20  South Bronx, but those children in your communities

         21  as well. And so I say to you, because when we go to

         22  the Speak-outs, the young people come and they tell

         23  us, and they are from all over the City of New York.

         24  We are going to have a Speak-out in Staten Island

         25  very shortly to hear from our young people. They
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          2  want to have programs and services in their

          3  communities to be whole.

          4                 So, I ask you to be mindful, to speak

          5  out, say something about it. We have to raise our

          6  voices because our young people should not be the

          7  new clients in the jails.

          8                 Jails are being built, our children

          9  are in those jails as the residents. I have a

         10  problem with that, and each and every one of you

         11  should have a problem with our young people being

         12  the residents in the jails. We are not building

         13  schools, we are not wiring schools, but we are

         14  wiring jails so that our young people can

         15  participate in that system and not in this system

         16  outside of the jails.

         17                 I call upon everyone to march with us

         18  tomorrow so that we can talk about some justice and

         19  the economic and social justice for our communities.

         20                 Thank you.

         21                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Thank you.

         22                 Council Member Boyland.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER BOYLAND: Thank you,

         24  Mr. Public Advocate.

         25                 Today is a very special day. As you
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          2  know, last year I introduced a resolution in the New

          3  York City Council recognizing the week of September

          4  21st to the 25th as Prostate Cancer Awareness Week

          5  in the City of New York.

          6                 During this week, various hospitals

          7  throughout the five boroughs are offering free

          8  prostate cancer screenings in the City of New York.

          9  Recently the announcement of many prominent

         10  individuals, such as New York Yankee Manager Joe

         11  Torey, have shown a light on the prevalence of

         12  prostate cancer, because of the widespread

         13  documented cases reported today, particularly in the

         14  minority community, I have joined with members of

         15  the prostate cancer community and the hospital

         16  community to recognize this Saturday, which is April

         17  17th, as Prostate Cancer Screening Day, in the

         18  Borough of Brooklyn.

         19                 We hope to be able to spread this day

         20  next year, if not sooner this year, throughout the

         21  Borough, throughout the City of New York.

         22                 In addition, I am also pleased that

         23  we had New York State Senate, Assemblyman -- New

         24  York State Senate Assemblyman Marty Markowitz join

         25  on board, as well as Assemblyman William Frank
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          2  Boyland, to join on board to introduce this

          3  legislation in the Senate and the Assembly.

          4                 So, today I will be introducing -- I

          5  know a lot of my colleagues have signed on, I do

          6  want to make sure that everyone knows that today is

          7  the day, and Saturday within the Borough of Brooklyn

          8  at several hospitals, which I will read: Interface

          9  Medical Hospital, Long Island Community Hospital,

         10  Brookdale University Hospital, Kings County, St.

         11  Mary's, Woodhull Hospital, and SUNY Downstate, will

         12  have from 9:00 until 3:00 Saturday, April 17th, free

         13  prostate cancer screening day.

         14                 Thank you.

         15                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Thank you,

         16  Council Member Boyland.

         17                 Council Member Linares.

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER LINARES: Thank you.

         19                 I, too, would like to make brief

         20  remarks with regards to tomorrow's march, which is

         21  mobilizing people throughout New York City, New

         22  Yorkers, for justice and reconciliation. This

         23  mobilization is organized by a broad and diverse

         24  group of New Yorkers, who believe that we must come

         25  together at this time of crisis, for a safer and
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          2  more just New York.

          3                 There are ten points that the group

          4  of which I am part and many of the members of this

          5  Council are also part of, we call them ten points:

          6                 One is calling on Mayor Giuliani to

          7  immediately implement the recommendation of the

          8  Mollen Commission, especially the establishment of

          9  an independent investigative body, with full

         10  subpoena power, that has jurisdiction over police

         11  corruption and brutality in New York City.

         12                 Two, the Civilian Complaint Review

         13  Board must be immediately reconstituted.

         14                 Three, the State Legislature must

         15  create a permanent special prosecutor for police

         16  brutality and corruption in New York.

         17                 Four, New York Police Department must

         18  develop a comprehensive training program.

         19                 Five, the New York City Police

         20  Department should reflect the make-up of the citizen

         21  population it serves.

         22                 Six, the Police Commissioner must

         23  take a specific and immediate steps to recruit more

         24  minorities and women.

         25                 Seven, the salary and benefit for
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          2  police officers must be improved.

          3                 Eight, the Police Department 48 hour

          4  rule must be eliminated.

          5                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Ten seconds.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER LINARES: Nine, the

          7  weapons ammunition and tactics used by the Police

          8  Department must be assessed and periodically

          9  reviewed; and ten, and last is, Congress must call

         10  on the U.S. Justice Department to honor its

         11  commitment to monitor and issue an annual report,

         12  documenting instances of police misconduct

         13  throughout the country.

         14                 I highlight this point because these

         15  are the driving points that thwart reform of the

         16  Police Department and we as the Council must take

         17  steps to really do our job legislatively to make

         18  sure that the death of Diallo or any other New

         19  Yorker does not happen ever again.

         20                 Thank you.

         21                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Thank you,

         24                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: Thank you,

         25  Mr. Public Advocate.
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          2                 I rise to talk about another very

          3  important thing that is happening tomorrow, and that

          4  is a hearing at 11:30 of the Environmental

          5  Protection Committee, concerning the Watershed of

          6  New York, and the fact that there are new

          7  regulations being imposed concerning the wetlands in

          8  the watershed which vitally affects the water supply

          9  of the City of New York. We will have a hearing

         10  starting at 11:30 in City Hall, and we will have the

         11  Army Corps of Engineers, the Commissioner of

         12  Environmental Protection, and numerous other people,

         13  and the people from the environmental community, as

         14  well as the EPA, the Environmental Protection Agency

         15  of the United States testifying. This is vital

         16  testimony, very important as to the future of the

         17  water supply and we must not take it for granted and

         18  we must participate and understand what is

         19  happening.

         20                 Thank you very much.

         21                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Thank you,

         22  Council Member Michels.

         23                 Does anyone else seek to be

         24  recognized to speak at this time?

         25                 Mr. Speaker, do you have any
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          2  concluding remarks?

          3                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Yes. I would like to

          4  ask my colleagues to rise. We have an in memoriam

          5  resolution on behalf of one of our deceased former

          6  Council Members, Robert Postel, who served

          7  approximately three decades ago. At an appropriate

          8  time, if we can get them, we will try to have

          9  members of the family here, we tried for this

         10  meeting.

         11                 Also, I would like you to remember in

         12  your prayers, as we indicated earlier, Steve Stark,

         13  our Clerk, and Christine Spigner, and also the

         14  tragic and still unsolved killing of Armando Perez,

         15  for his family, a district leader and community

         16  activist in our City.

         17                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Then in the

         18  memory of Council Member Postel, and Armando Perez,

         19  I adjourn this meeting.
