Title:	Resolution approving the new designation and changes in the designation of certain organizations to receive funding in the expense budget

I. INTRODUCTION
On June 30, 2026, the Committee on Finance, chaired by Council Member Linda Lee, considered and voted on the following legislation:
· Preconsidered Res. No. 529, a resolution to approve the new designation and changes in the designation of certain organizations to receive funding in the expense budget.

On June 30, 2026, the Committee passed this legislation by a vote of 14 in the affirmative and 1 in the negative, with no abstentions.


II. LEGISLATION
Transparency Resolution
Preconsidered Res. No. 529, to approve the new designation and changes in the designation of certain organizations to receive funding in the expense budget

The Council of the City of New York (the “Council”) annually adopts the City’s budget, covering expenditures other than for capital projects (the “expense budget”) pursuant to Section 254 of the Charter. On June 30, 2022, the Council adopted the expense budget for fiscal year 2023 with various programs and initiatives (the “Fiscal 2023 Expense Budget”). On June 30, 2023, the Council adopted the expense budget for fiscal year 2024 with various programs and initiatives (the “Fiscal 2024 Expense Budget”). On June 30, 2024, the Council adopted the expense budget for fiscal year 2025 with various programs and initiatives (the “Fiscal 2025 Expense Budget”). On June 30, 2025, the Council adopted the expense budget for fiscal year 2026 with various programs and initiatives (the “Fiscal 2026 Expense Budget”).
In an effort to continue to make the budget process more transparent, the Council is providing a list setting forth new designations and/or changes in the designation of certain organizations receiving funding in accordance with the Fiscal 2026, Fiscal 2025, Fiscal 2024, and Fiscal 2023 Expense Budgets (“Charts”).
This Resolution, dated June 30, 2026, would approve: the new designations and the changes in the designation of certain organizations receiving local, Speaker’s Imitative to Address Citywide Needs, Neighborhood Development Grant Initiative, Cultural Immigrant Initiative, Food Pantries, SU-CASA, BID Containerization, Foreclosure Prevention Programs, and Peer Specialists Support discretionary funding in accordance with the Fiscal 2026 Expense Budget; the new designations and changes in the designation of certain organizations receiving local, Speaker Imitative to Address Citywide Needs, Worker Cooperative Business Development Initiative, Foreclosure Prevention Programs, and Protect NYC Families discretionary funding in accordance with the Fiscal 2025 Expense Budget; and the new designations and changes in the designation of certain organizations receiving youth and Foreclosure Prevention Programs discretionary funding in accordance with the Fiscal 2024 Expense Budget; and the new designations and changes in the designation of certain organizations receiving local discretionary funding in accordance with the Fiscal 2023 Expense Budget as well as amend the purpose of funds for certain organizations receiving funding pursuant to the Fiscal 2026 and Fiscal 2025 Expense Budgets. All new designations and changes in designations are as described in the attached Charts.  
It is to be noted that organizations identified in the attached Charts with an asterisk (*) have not yet completed or began the prequalification process conducted by the Mayor's Office of Contract Services (for organizations to receive more than $10,000) by the Council (for organizations to receive $10,000 or less total), or other government agency. Organizations identified without an asterisk have completed the appropriate prequalification review. 
It should also be noted that funding for organizations in the attached Charts with a double asterisk (**) will not take effect until the passage of a budget modification.
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
