Title:

A Local Law to Amend the Administrative Code of the City of New York, in Relation to the collection of designated recyclable materials.



Sponsor:
Council Member McMahon (by request of the mayor).

Summary of Legislation:  The proposed local law would add a new Subchapter 7 to Chapter 3 of the New York City Sanitation Code (Title 16 of the Administrative Code) entitled “Temporary Emergency Recycling Requirements”.  The proposed law would alter the City’s recycling program by suspending the collection of plastic recyclables and beverage cartons for up to one year and by suspending the collection of glass recyclables for up to two years.  The collection of paper and metal would continue unchanged.  The proposed law would create a new temporary task force on the development of a long-term recycling plan.

Effective Date:
This law would take effect immediately and expire on June 30, 2004.

Impact on Revenues:  There would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation.

Impact on Expenditures:  According to the Office of Management and Budget, the enactment of this legislation would result in $39.4 million in savings in the Expense Budget.  However, there are several factors that may cause this estimated savings to be lower.  First, the amount of the savings may depend on the negotiation of new recyclable processing contracts. Second, it is unclear how much funding is in the recycling education and outreach budget.  Additional education funding may be necessary to educate City residents about the major change to the recycling program that would occur if the proposed law were enacted.  Third, there may be less savings than anticipated in the recycling collection budget.
