Title:

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the installation of fire sprinklers in connection with the below-grade storage of flammable and combustible mixtures in mercantile occupancies. 


Sponsor:
Provenzano, Addabbo, Baez, Clarke, Comrie, Davis, Gerson, Lopez, Nelson, Recchia, Rivera, Weprin, and Lanza (by request of the Mayor); also Council Member Seabrook.

Summary of Legislation:  This bill if enacted would require the installation of automatic fire sprinklers in each basement, cellar or other location below grade in any mercantile establishment permitted by the Fire Department to store flammable or combustible mixtures.  Intro. 203-A also provides that businesses may choose to construct a fire separation wall to create space specifically for the storage of flammable and combustible mixtures thereby decreasing the area in which automatic sprinklers would be required.  Businesses may use their domestic water supply, subject to existing regulations, for the required sprinklers rather than a separate water delivery system.  

Effective Date:
This law would take effect immediately, however existing business establishments would have until April 30th, 2004 to meet the laws requirements.
