	AN ACT to amend the retirement and social security law, in relation to service retirement benefits for uniformed sanitation members of the New York city employees' retirement system




I. BACKGROUND
On May 19, 2026, the Committee on Governmental Operations, State and Federal Legislation, chaired by Council Member Gale Brewer, will hold a vote on Preconsidered SLR , State Legislation Resolution requesting the New York State Legislature to pass bills introduced by Senator Jackson, S.4667A, and Assembly Member Pheffer Amato, A.5843A, “AN ACT to amend the retirement and social security law, in relation to service retirement benefits for uniformed sanitation members of the New York city employees' retirement system.”
II. PROPOSED LEGISLATION
The proposed legislation would remove a statutory reduction totaling 50% of the primary Social Security benefit imposed on the early service, normal service, and vested retirement benefits for Tier 3 Sanitation members of the New York City Employees Retirement System (“NYCERS”). Under the New York City Tier 3 original, revised, and enhanced plans for Sanitation members, retirees are subject to a reduction in retirement benefits equal to 50% of the primary Social Security benefit commencing at age 62. Uniformed sanitation officers who were employed prior to 2012 are not subject to this offset. This legislation would establish equity in the pension system.

This bill takes effect immediately.
