TITLE:
In relation to a corner name, Maude Steiner Corner, Borough of The Bronx

INTENT:
This proposed local law would name the southeast corner of Campbell Drive and Agar Place in The Bronx.
ANALYSIS AND BACKGROUND:


The following biographical information on Maude Steiner was provided by Council Member Provenzano.


Lorraine Elizabeth Carr was born on January 8, 1922 in Hunt’s Point Hospital in The Bronx.  Soon after, on her Baptism, she became known as Anita Elizabeth Carr.  Both her Baptism and the associated name change were arranged without her mother’s approval by her Aunt Anita.  As a result of which, her mother later re-named her Maude.


She grew up in The Bronx, attending P.S. 36 and graduating from Evander Childs High School where she met Joseph Steiner.  On November 9, 1941, she and Joseph Steiner were married and had four children, Joseph, Richard, Elizabeth and Stella before they moved to Campbell Drive in the Country Club section of The Bronx.  


Maude Steiner’s many years of community activism began as a response to the periodic flooding suffered by the homeowners on Campbell Drive.  She decided that the Country Club community needed improved sewers to handle water runoff from inclement weather.  On a cold, rainy night, Maude and a few other hardy souls went door to door distributing flyers containing a call to action.  Maude’s call to action resulted in the creation of The Country Club Civic Association whose first order of business was to unanimously elect Maude Steiner as its first President.  It took approximately 20 years, but Maude Steiner eventually saw these much needed sewers installed in the Country Club community.


Maude Steiner’s community activism also included service on Community Board #10 for over 25 years.  On the Board, she served at various times as Chairperson of the Housing and Zoning Committee, Chairperson of the Environmental Protection Committee, Secretary, Treasurer, Vice-Chairperson and Chairperson.  

Maude Steiner also served for many years as the Treasurer of The  Westchester Country Club.  Under her leadership, The Westchester Country Club benefited from reconstruction of their pier, the installation of air conditioning, a pool project and successful membership recruitment drive.  

Notwithstanding the foregoing, as her family, friends and neighbors have all observed, Maude Steiner’s most important legacy was as a loving mother and wife, good friend and concerned neighbor.  She died on June 8, 1999.

Bronx Community Board No. 10 supports designation of Maude Steiner Corner.
