A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York to protect individuals who are victims of gender-motivated violence.

Summary of Legislation:
Intro. 752-A would provide a civil cause of action to victims of gender-motivated violence. If passed, this legislation would provide victims with the ability to seek compensatory/punitive damages and other relief resulting from gender-motivated violence regardless of whether this resulted in criminal charges, prosecution or conviction. Intro. 752-A defines gender-motivated violence as an act or series of acts that would constitute a misdemeanor or felony under state or federal law against a person or property and committed as a result of gender or on the basis of gender.  Under the proposed legislation a victim must start civil action within seven years of the alleged offense.
