Title 10 of the administrative code of the city of New York prohibits certain forms of aggressive solicitation. This bill will prohibit persons from hawking, peddling, selling or offer to lease retail tickets to places of interest, amusement or attractions in an aggressive manner as defined in Title 10 of the administrative code. 
This bill would amend Title 10 of the administrative code by adding a new subdivision 10-136(b)(4)
