Resolution approving the decision of the City Planning Commission on ULURP No. C 250224 MMQ, an amendment to the City Map (L.U. No. 392).

By Council Members Salamanca and Riley

WHEREAS, the New York City Department of City Planning filed an application pursuant to Sections 197‑c and 199 of the New York City Charter, and Section 5-430 et seq. of the New York City Administrative Code for an amendment to the City Map involving:

1. the elimination, discontinuance and closing of portions of 44th Drive between Vernon Boulevard and the East River; and
2. the widening of 45th Avenue between Vernon Boulevard and 5th Street; and
3. the elimination, discontinuance, and closing of 44th Drive between 5th Street and the East River; and
4. the elimination, discontinuance, and closing of 44th Road between Vernon Boulevard and the East River; and
5. the elimination, discontinuance, and closing of a portion of 44th Avenue between Vernon Boulevard and the East River; and
6. the establishment of 5th Street between 44th Drive and 44th Avenue; and
7. the establishment of a portion of 44th Avenue between Vernon Boulevard and 5th Street; and
8. the establishment of 44th Road between Vernon Boulevard and 5th Street; and
9. the adjustment of grades and block dimensions necessitated thereby;

including authorization for any acquisition or disposition of real property related thereto, in Community District 2, Borough of Queens, in accordance with Maps No. 5049, 5050, 5051, and 5052, dated April 18, 2025 and revised June 12, 2025, and Maps No. 5053 and 5054, dated April 18, 2025 and signed by the Borough President. (ULURP No. C 250224 MMQ) (the “Application”);

WHEREAS, the City Planning Commission filed with the Council on September 9, 2025 its decision dated September 3, 2025 (the “Decision”), on the Application;

WHEREAS, the Application is related to applications C 250176 ZMQ (L.U. No. 373), a zoning map amendment to expand the Special Long Island City Mixed Use District; replace all or portions of existing R6B, R6A/C1-5, R7A/C2-5, R7A, M1-3, M1-4, M1-5, M3-1 M1-4/R6A, M1-4/R7A, M1-5/R9 and M1-6/R9 zoning districts to M1-2A/R6A, M1-3A/R7A, M1-3A/R7X,  M1-4A/R8A, M1-5A/R8, M1-6A/R9, M1-6/R10, M1-6A/R10, M1-4A, M1-5A and M1-6A zoning districts; remove Special Mixed Use District 9 (MX-9);  N 250177 ZRQ (L.U. No. 374), a zoning text amendment to expand and modify the Special Long Island City Mixed Use District (Special LIC District), modify the Northern Hunter’s Point Waterfront Access Plan (WAP), and establish Mandatory Inclusionary Housing (MIH) areas; C 250175 HAQ (L.U. No. 375), a disposition approval, UDAA and UDAAP designation located at 44-59 45th Avenue (Block 24, Lot 7); C 250178 PCQ (L.U. No. 376), a site selection and acquisition of property by the City located at 43-82 Vernon Boulevard (Block 488, p/o Lot 114); C 250179 PPQ (L.U. No. 377) , disposition of City-owned property located at 44-36 Vernon Boulevard (Block 488, Lots 11 and 15 and Block 489, Lots 1 and 23); C 250180 PPQ (L.U. No. 378), disposition of City-owned property located under the Ed Koch Queensboro Bridge (Block 428, Lots 12, 13, 16 and Block 429, Lots 13, 15, 29) (together with the Application, the “Related Applications”);

WHEREAS, the Decision is subject to review and action by the Council pursuant to Section 197‑d(b)(3) of the City Charter;

WHEREAS, upon due notice, the Council held a public hearing on the Decision and Application on October 23, 2025;

WHEREAS, the Council has considered the land use implications and other policy issues relating to the Decision and Application; and 

WHEREAS, the Council has considered the relevant environmental issues, including the Positive Declaration issued July 12, 2024 (CEQR No. 25DCP001Q) and a Final Environmental Impact Statement (FEIS) for which a Notice of Completion was issued on August 22, 2025, in which the FEIS identified significant adverse impacts with to community facilities, open space, shadows, historic and cultural resources (architectural), transportation (traffic, transit, and pedestrians), air quality (mobile source), noise (mobile source) and construction activities (transportation, air quality, noise) and the identified proposed mitigation measures were summarized in Chapter 21, “Mitigation” of the FEIS. Significant adverse impacts related to hazardous materials, air quality, and noise would be avoided through the placement of (E) designations (E-848) on selected projected and potential development sites as specified in Chapters 10, 15, and 17, respectively of the FEIS. A Technical Memorandum (“Technical Memorandum”) was issued on _______ in connection with the Related Applications which assesses Council’s modifications to the Related Applications which concluded that the Related Applications as modified would not result in any significant adverse impacts that were not already identified in the FEIS issued on August 22, 2025.

RESOLVED:

	Having considered the FEIS with respect to the Decision and Application, and the Technical Memorandum, the Council finds that:

1. The FEIS meets the requirements of 6 N.Y.C.R.R. Part 617;
2. The environmental impacts disclosed in the FEIS were evaluated in relation to the social, economic, and other considerations associated with the actions that are set forth in this report; and  
3. Consistent with social, economic and other essential considerations from among the reasonable alternatives available, the action is one which avoids or minimizes adverse environmental impacts to the maximum extent practicable

	The Decision, together with the FEIS issued August 22, 2025, and the Technical Memorandum constitute the written statement of facts, and of social, economic and other factors and standards that form the basis of this determination, pursuant to 6 N.Y.C.R.R. §617.11(d);

Pursuant to Sections 197‑d and 199 of the City Charter and on the basis of the Decision and Application, and based on the environmental determination and consideration described in the report, C 250224 MMQ, incorporated by reference herein, and the Technical Memorandum,  and the record before the Council, the Council approves the Decision for an amendment to the City Map involving:

 	
1. the elimination, discontinuance and closing of portions of 44th Drive between Vernon Boulevard and the East River; and
2. the widening of 45th Avenue between Vernon Boulevard and 5th Street; and
3. the elimination, discontinuance, and closing of 44th Drive between 5th Street and the East River; and
4. the elimination, discontinuance, and closing of 44th Road between Vernon Boulevard and the East River; and
5. the elimination, discontinuance, and closing of a portion of 44th Avenue between Vernon Boulevard and the East River; and
6. the establishment of 5th Street between 44th Drive and 44th Avenue; and
7. the establishment of a portion of 44th Avenue between Vernon Boulevard and 5th Street; and
8. the establishment of 44th Road between Vernon Boulevard and 5th Street; and
9. the adjustment of grades and block dimensions necessitated thereby;

including authorization for any acquisition or disposition of real property related thereto, in Community District 2, Borough of Queens, in accordance with Maps No. 5049, 5050, 5051, and 5052, dated April 18, 2025 and revised June 12, 2025, and Maps No. 5053 and 5054, dated April 18, 2025, and signed by the Borough President is approved, and be it further

RESOLVED, that pursuant to Section 5-432 of the New York City Administrative Code, “such closing or discontinuance will further the health, safety, pedestrian or vehicular circulation, housing, economic development or general welfare of the City”; and be it further

RESOLVED, that, pursuant to Section 5-433 of the New York Administrative Code, the legally required number of counterparts of Map No. 5049 dated April 18, 2025 and revised on June 12, 2025, have been adopted, providing for the elimination, discontinuance and closing of portions of 44th Drive; particularly as described as follows:

4.) Thence, running 9.35 feet in a southeasterly direction on a line that makes an interior angle to the right of the previous course of 105 degrees, 44 minutes, 29.8 seconds, to the point or place of beginning;

2) Thence, running 50.93 feet in a southwesterly direction along a line that makes an interior angle to the left of the previous course of 101 degrees, 57 minutes, 21.2 seconds;

3) Thence, running 141.50 feet in a westerly direction on a line that makes an interior angle to the left of the previous course of 257 degrees, 39 minutes, 19.4 seconds;

4) Thence, running 46.16 feet in a southwesterly direction on a line that makes an interior angle to the left of the previous course of 110 degrees, 57 minutes, 47.1 seconds;

Starting a point at the intersection of the southern street line of 44th Road and the western street line of Vernon Boulevard

1.) Thence, running 870.77 feet in a westerly direction along the southern street line of 44th Road, discontinued and closed;

2) Thence, running 66.52 feet in a northeasterly direction along a line that makes an interior angle to the right of the previous course of 64 degrees, 25 minutes, 10.0 seconds;

3) Thence, running 825.14 feet along a line that makes an interior angle to the right of the previous course of 115 degrees, 34 minutes, 50 seconds;

4.) Thence, running 62.34 feet in a southeasterly direction along a line that makes an interior angle to the right of the previous course of 105 degrees, 44 minutes, 30 seconds to the point or place of beginning;

The area described above consists of 50,877.17  square feet, and be it further;

RESOLVED, that, pursuant to Section 5-433 of the New York City Administrative Code, the legally required number of counterparts of Map 5053, dated April 18, 2025, have been adopted, providing for the elimination, discontinuance and closing of portions of 44th Avenue; particularly as described as follows: 

DISCONTINUING AND CLOSING OF PORTIONS OF 44TH AVENUE AS SHOWN ON THE CITY OF NEW YORK OFFICE OF THE BOROUGH PRESIDENT OF QUEENS MAP NO. 5053, DATED APRIL 18, 2025:

Parcel 1:

Starting at the intersection of the western street line of Vernon Boulevard and the southern street line of 44th Avenue, discontinued and closed:

1.) Thence, running 186.06 feet in a westerly direction along the southern street line of 44th Avenue, discontinued and closed;

2) Thence, running 36.00 feet in a northwesterly direction on a line that makes an interior angle to the right of the previous course of 170 degrees, 27 minutes, 35.0 seconds;

3) Thence, running 12.50 feet in a southwesterly direction on a line that makes an interior angle to the right of the previous course of 270 degrees, 0 minutes, 0.0 seconds;

4) Thence, running 144.00 degrees in a northwesterly direction on a line that makes an interior angle to the right of the previous course of 90 degrees, 0 minutes, 0.0 seconds;

5.) Thence, running 15.00 feet in a southwesterly direction on a line that makes an interior angle to the right of the previous course of 270 degrees, 0 minutes, 0.0 seconds;

6.) Thence, running 15.00 feet in a northwesterly direction on a line that makes an interior angle to the right of the previous course of 90 degrees, 0 minutes, 0.0 seconds;

7.) Thence, running 65.00 feet in a northeasterly direction on a line that makes an interior angle to the right of the pervious course of 90 degrees, 0 minutes, 0.0 seconds;

Parcel 2:

Starting at the intersection of the westerly street line of the newly established 5th Street and the southerly street line of 44th Avenue, discontinued and closed:

1) Thence, running 60.00 feet in a westerly direction along the southern street line of 44th Avenue, discontinued and closed;

2) Thence, running 130.00 feet in a northerly direction along a line that makes an interior angle to the right of the previous course of 90 degrees, 0 minutes and 0.0 seconds;

3) Thence, running 135.00 feet in a easterly direction along a line that makes an interior angle to the right of the previous course of 90 degree, 0 minutes, and 0.0 seconds;          

4) Thence, running 5.00 feet in a southerly direction on a line that makes an interior angle to the right of the previous course of 90 degrees, 0 minutes, 0.0 seconds;

5) Thence, running 75.00 feet in a westerly direction on a line that makes an interior angle to the right of the previous course of 90 degrees, 0 minutes, 0.0 seconds;

6) Thence, running 125.00 feet in a southerly direction on a line that makes an interior angle to the right of the previous course of 270 degrees, 0 minutes, 0.0 seconds, to the point or place of beginning;

The area described above consists of 8,175.00 square feet, and be it further;

RESOLVED that, pursuant to subdivision 1a of Section 5-433 of the New York City Administrative Code, public utility facilities within the subsurface of the streets cited herein which are to be discontinued and closed by this action, may be maintained in place or relocated within such subsurface by the public utility, so that such maintenance in place or relocation of such facilities is consistent with the proposed use of the closed portion or portions of such subsurface, and the requirements of other facilities located therein;

All such approvals being subject to the following conditions:

a. The subject amendment to the City Map shall take effect on the day following the day on which certified counterparts of Maps No. 5049, 5050, 5051, and 5052, dated April 18, 2025 and revised June 12, 2025, and Maps No. 5053 and 5054, dated April 18, 2025 are filed with the appropriate agencies in accordance with Section 198 subsection c of the New York City Charter and Section 5-435 of the New York City Administrative Code; and
b. Where a mapping agreement is required, as determined by the City, to protect the City’s interest, component alteration maps that make up the subject amendment to the City Map shall not be filed with the appropriate agencies in accordance with condition “a” above until such mapping agreement shall have been approved as to form and sufficiency by the Corporation Counsel, executed, and accepted by the City Planning Commission (the “Mapping Agreement”).  If such agreement is not accepted by the City Planning Commission within two years of the date of this resolution, the approved amendment to the City Map may be returned to the City Planning Commission for recission; and
c. The subject street to be discontinued and closed shall be discontinued and closed on the day following the day on which such maps adopted by the resolution shall be filed in the offices specified by law.
