	Title: A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to campaign contributions by lobbyists.

	Summary of Legislation:  Int. No. 192-A amends section 3-702 of the administrative code to strengthen the campaign finance system by prohibiting voluntary participants in the campaign finance program from receiving public matching funds for contributions by lobbyists.  According to the legislation, when the lobbyist is an organization, the term “lobbyist” means, “only that division of the organization that engages in any lobbying activities.”  The bill further defines “person affiliated with a lobbyist” as meaning, “the spouse or domestic partner and unemancipated children of a lobbyist,” when the lobbyist is a person, and “any officer or employee of such lobbyist who engages in any lobbying activities or who is employed in an organization’s division that engages in lobbying activities of the organization and the spouse or domestic partner and unemancipated children of such officers or employees,” when the lobbyist is an organization. 



	Effective Date:  This local law shall take effect immediately and shall be applicable to all public funds claims for elections held after such effective date, regardless of whether the claim for public funds was submitted prior to the effective date.

	Impact on Revenues: This legislation would have no impact on revenues.

	Impact on Expenditures: Based on the impact that this legislation would have had on campaign matching fund payments in Fiscal 2006 (associated with the Fall 2005 citywide elections), it is estimated that during fiscal years having citywide elections this legislation would save the City approximately $500,000 in matching fund costs; the next such fiscal year is Fiscal 2010 (during which the Fall 2009 citywide elections will be held).
