Bill Title:
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring landlords to provide tenants with documentation of damages when deducting money from a tenant's security deposit.

Submitted by:
Council Member Hudson

Justification:
Landlords are currently able to deduct from a former tenant’s security deposit for eligible expenses without itemizing the nature of the deduction for the former tenant. Tenants are left paying for repairs without proof that they are necessary or that the work has been conducted in a fiscally responsible manner. 

This bill will protect tenants from unnecessary security deposit deductions by mandating landlords provide an itemized statement of any charges deducted from or planned to be deducted from the former tenant’s security deposit. The itemized statement will include a description of the amount of any security deposit received from the tenant, the amount of deductions or planned deductions for repairs or any other purpose permitted in both the rental agreement and applicable law. The landlord must also provide copies of documents showing the deductions or planned deductions. The bill will also mandate that landlords be transparent about the source of the security deposit deductions by requiring landlords to provide a detailed invoice for the work performed on the unit.
