	AN ACT to amend the retirement and social security law, in relation to the restoration of 20 year service retirement for certain New York city corrections officers and sanitation workers




I. BACKGROUND
On May 19, 2026, the Committee on Governmental Operations, State and Federal Legislation, chaired by Council Member Gale Brewer, held a vote on Preconsidered SLR 13, State Legislation Resolution requesting the New York State Legislature to pass bills introduced by Senator Jackson, S.9130, and Assembly Member Pheffer Amato, A.10248, “AN ACT to amend the retirement and social security law, in relation to the restoration of 20 year service retirement for certain New York city corrections officers and sanitation workers.” Preconsidered SLR 13 passed with 5 votes in the affirmative, 0 vote in the negative, and 0 abstentions.
II. PROPOSED LEGISLATION
The proposed legislation would reduce the normal retirement age for New York City Employees’ Retirement System (“NYCERS”) Tier 3 members of the Uniformed Sanitation Force and Uniformed Correction Force 22-year Plans to be the age at which a member completes or would have completed 20 years of service. Currently, NYCERS Tier 3 Sanitation and Correction Revised Plan members in 22-year plans who retire with at least 20 years of service are eligible to receive an annual benefit that is equal to 42% of their Final Average Salary (“FAS”), increasing to a maximum benefit of 50% of FAS after 22 years of service. Under this state bill, NYCERS Tier 3 Sanitation and Correction Revised Plan members in 22-year plans who retire with at least 20 years of service would be eligible to receive an annual benefit that is equal to 50% of FAS.
III. FISCAL IMPLICATIONS

IV. EFFECTIVE DATE
This bill takes effect immediately.
