The bill would require the Human Resources Administration (HRA) to submit to the Council and post on its website a quarterly report that includes the number and type of violations issued to three-quarters houses inspected by the task force comprised of inspectors from HRA, the Department of Buildings, the Fire Department, and the Department of Housing Preservation and Development. The report would also include the number beds at each inspected building, the number of instances which HRA stopped rental payments to landlords based on the findings of the task force, and the number of people relocated from three-quarters houses, including whether they were given a rental subsidy and the type of housing to which they were relocated.
