A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to issuing newsstand licenses to operate abandoned newsstands and requiring an assessment of the viability of the location of new newsstands.

Justification: 
Currently newsstand licensees are not allowed to operate from an abandoned newsstand. This bill would codify the definition of a “abandoned newsstand” and allow for newsstand licensees to operate from otherwise abandoned locations. The Department of Transportation would also be responsible for assessing the location of newsstands to ensure clear paths for pedestrians and economic viability. Doing so would enrich streetscapes that are otherwise underserved by vacant stands.
