Reasons for Support:


There are thousands of illegal conversions that are uncovered by the Department of Buildings each year and thousands more that go undiscovered. These illegal conversions compromise the health and safety of the residents of the buildings that are illegally converted, nearby residents as well as the emergency service professionals that might be called on to respond to them. Many unscrupulous landlords regard the fines associated with violations they may receive from the Department of Buildings as a cost of doing business. Quite simply, this is unacceptable. The unplanned increased population that these illegal conversions bring about adversely impact every aspect of a communities life from clogging roadways to overcrowding classrooms. This bill seeks to discourage illegal conversions and alleviate the resultant problems by eliminating them. 
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
