In relation to certificates of occupancy.

ADMINISTRATIVE CODE:
Amends Title 27 by amending section 26-222.

BACKGROUND AND INTENT:
The Committee on Housing and Buildings, chaired by Council Member Madeline Provenzano, has convened to consider Int. No. 450.  The Committee expects to hear testimony from representatives of the Department of Buildings (DOB), the real estate industry, and other persons interested in this legislation.

Int. No. 450 would provide a definition for the term “conforms substantially” to section 26-222 of the Administrative Code for the purposes of issuing a certificate of occupancy.  The term would mean completed to such a point that the premises is habitable and safe for occupancy.  In accordance with existing law, it would be unlawful to occupy or use any building erected or altered after December 6, 1968, unless and until a certificate of occupancy was issued by the Commissioner of Buildings, certifying that such building conforms substantially to the approved plans and the provisions of the building code and other applicable laws and regulations.  The Commissioner of Buildings would still be authorized to permit the temporary occupancy and use of a building in accordance with and subject to the provisions of the Building Code and New York City Charter.

The provisions of this local law would take effect immediately.
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
