          1  COMMITTEE ON TRANSPORTATION

          2                 CHAIRPERSON DEAR: We were scheduled

          3  to have an oversight hearing on the train

          4  evacuations, the issues of when there is an

          5  emergency in the tunnel and how the Transit

          6  Authority deals with it, but as a result of

          7  negotiations which are beginning today with the

          8  Transport Workers Union, as well as the Transit

          9  Authority, we couldn't get the top officials to

         10  come, so I decided that rather than have some of the

         11  lower echelon people, and people I think are not

         12  calling the shots to attend this hearing, I would

         13  postpone the hearing to a time when we can get Larry

         14  Reuter. He called me and we discussed it and

         15  obviously negotiations for settlements are more

         16  important at this time, and I guess something we

         17  could, with regard to the evacuations, we can deal

         18  with that at another time.

         19                 We also are going to look into the

         20  whole issue of evacuation and the communication

         21  systems that they have and everything else, and

         22  hopefully this hearing will be helpful, if there is

         23  ever another disaster or an accident or anything,

         24  even a minor fire on a train where smoke fills up

         25  the entire train, besides the tunnel, we would like
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          2  to know what the evacuation system will be and what

          3  the plan is. So, at a future date we will have the

          4  Transit Authority President coming here to discuss

          5  that with us.

          6                 Today what is before us is a local

          7  law in relation to the approval of a determination

          8  by the Taxi and Limousine Commission to approve an

          9  application by 3 Brothers Car Service for a license

         10  to operate a new base station in the Borough of

         11  Brooklyn.

         12                 The Council Member whose district it

         13  is approves of it, and it is a renewal, rather than

         14  a new operation, right?

         15                 Okay, it is a new base station and it

         16  has the approval of the Local Community Board, as

         17  well as the TLC, as well as the local Council

         18  Member, so I am going to recommend that we approve

         19  it, and that is Intro. 625. And then we are going to

         20  vote on 626 to file. We can couple it. A yes vote

         21  will approve as well as allow for the filing of the

         22  disapproval of this base station.

         23                 At this time we will have a roll

         24  call.

         18  and 626 is filed. We will hold open the roll because

         19  there are some other members that are in the

         20  building, and at this time we will obviously adjourn

         21  this meeting, and we will deal with our issues that

         22  we have before us in the Committee in the following,

         23  subsequent meetings.

         24                 I want to ask my colleagues that if

         25  there is any legislation, I know some of my
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          2  colleagues have come up to me about some legislation

          3  that they have put forward in this Committee, please

          4  let's discuss it, because I would like to put it on

          5  the agenda and move some of these items forward in

          6  the subsequent meetings.
