          2                 CHAIRPERSON AVELLA:  Good morning,

          3  everyone.

          4                 I'd like to reconvene the meeting of

          5  the Subcommittee on Zoning and Franchises from

          6  yesterday.

          7                 As you will recall, we had the public

          8  hearing on Molly Pitcher's Ale House, which has

          9  actually applied for consent to establish, maintain

         10  and operate an un-enclosed sidewalk cafe located at

         11  1641 Second Avenue.

         12                 Council Member Jessica Lappin had

         13  asked us to lay the vote over for one day while she

         14  worked out the final agreements with the owners, and

         15  we received a signed letter to the new stipulations.

         16                 I will read the letter into the

         17  record, and it's from the KMG Group LLC, Molly

         18  Pitcher's Ale House.

         19                 We, the undersigned, are all members

         20  of KMG Group LLC, the owner of Molly Pitcher's.  We

         21  hereby agree that the application for an un-enclosed

         22  cafe be permitted to include the following

         23  provisions.  Total tables, 20, total seating 40.

         24  Windows will be closed as follows; Sunday through

         25  Thursday at 9 pm, Friday and Saturday at 10 pm.

          2  Skylight with either be sound proof or covered or

          3  removed, if necessary.  The sidewalks will be washed

          4  down every night after closing, and we will police

          5  our patrons in the area outside, and adjoining our

          6  premises. If necessary, we will hire a person

          7  designated to perform the services of a bouncer.

          8  The person to contact in the event of a complaint is

          9  Gregory Colon, his cell phone number has been

         10  provided, and will be shared with concerned

         11  neighbors.

         12                 One of the applicants has signed it.

         13  We are expecting the other applicant to sign it

         14  before we vote before the Full city council.

         15                 Council Member Jessica Lappin has

         16  asked us to approve the application based upon these

         17  compromises.

         18                 In addition, the site plan will be

         19  amended to include the fact that the tables on East

         20  85th Street will be moved closer to the building.

         21                 With that the chair recommends

         22  approval of this item.

         23                 Asking the clerk to call the vote.

         24                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Chairman Avella.

         25                 CHAIRPERSON AVELLA:  Aye.
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          2                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Council Member

          3  Felder.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER:  Aye.

          5                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Council Member

          6  Jackson.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER JACKSON:  Yes.

          8                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Council Member

          9  Jackson.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER JACKSON:  Do you have

         11  a question in front of me?

         12                 CHAIRPERSON AVELLA:  Yes.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER JACKSON:  I vote yes.

         14                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Council Member

         15  Felder.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER FELDER:  Aye vote.

         17                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Council Member Katz.

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER KATZ:  I vote aye, and

         19  I'd be curious to know from the council member in a

         20  few months from now, just out of curiosity because

         21  this question comes up a lot, how the cell phone

         22  issue works in the community.  Because I'm just

         23  curious how many people really call in for

         24  complaints, whether it's over- used, whether it's

         25  under- used, sort of like the 911 theory, if we're
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          2  supposed to call an emergency a lot of people

          3  sometimes don't call when they maybe should, or

          4  aren't exactly when.

          5                 In my community, we've had this

          6  question about the cell phones several times, and I

          7  often wonder whether it would work well.  So, I'd be

          8  curious to know how it works in a few months, and I

          9  applaud the effort on that because I think it's a

         10  good idea for bars to have a phone number for folks

         11  to call.

         12                 So, I vote aye.

         13                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Council Member Sears.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER SEARS:  Aye.

         15                 COUNCIL CLERK:  Council Member Vann.

         16                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN:  What was the

         17  answer to Katz' question?  Or was there a question?

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER KATZ:  I didn't have a

         19  question, I just  --  part of the agreement that the

         20  council member worked out was for the community to

         21  have a cell phone to call when there was issues in

         22  the community at night because of the organization,

         23  and so I'm curious as to how that's going to work

         24  over the next few months.

         25                 So, I'd just like to get a read on
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          2  that.

          3                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN:  Oh, okay.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER KATZ:  That was it,

          5  thank you.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN:  Is it a working

          7  number?

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER KATZ:  Now Al, that is

          9  Assembly training.  You see I should have asked that

         10  question.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER VANN:  All right, I

         12  vote aye.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER KATZ:  For the record,

         14  that is Assembly training.  There you go.

         15                 COUNCIL CLERK:  The vote stands at

         16  six in the affirmative, none in the negative, and no

         17  abstentions, the item is referred to the Full Land

         18  Use Committee.

         19                 CHAIRPERSON AVELLA:  We will keep the

         20  vote open until the Full Land Use Committee, and I'd

         21  like to call on Council Member Lappin for a

         22  statement.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER LAPPIN:  Thank you,

         24  Mr. Chairman.

         25                 I just wanted to thank you first for
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          2  your cooperation in holding the vote over until

          3  today, until we had this commitment in writing which

          4  does mirror what we discussed yesterday on the

          5  record.

          6                 So, I wanted to thank the applicant

          7  for cooperating with us.  I think in the end this is

          8  going to bring economic development to the community

          9  in a positive way, and I hope that you are

         10  successful, but I think it's also going to be a

         11  better proposal for the community than what was

         12  originally submitted.  So, I wanted to thank you for

         13  negotiating with us.

         14                 And thank my colleagues as well for

         15  working with me on this issue, and asking my

         16  opinion, and I appreciate that.

         17                 With that, thank you.

         18                 CHAIRPERSON AVELLA:  Thank you.

         19                 This meeting of the Zoning and

         20  Franchises Subcommittee is adjourned.

         21                 (Hearing concluded at 10:30 a.m.)

         22                 CHAIRPERSON AVELLA:  I'd like to

         23  reopen the Subcommittee on Zoning and Franchises to

         24  ask additional Council members to vote on the

         25  agenda.

         15  Franchises.
