SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 1160 would require the Department of Transportation (DOT) to repaint all pavement markings on a street within one week after repaving or resurfacing the street. If DOT is unable to do so within the one-week period, this bill would require DOT to inform the surrounding community by posting notices describing the reason for the delay and providing a new expected timeline for repainting the street.
