Justification: 
Vehicles using fake or expired plates are a persistent issue in New York City, as it makes it difficult for law enforcement to identify vehicles and enforce traffic laws. To address this public safety concern, this bill prohibits the operation of vehicles with unauthorized plates. Additionally, clear penalties are established to deter this violation, helping to ensure that all vehicles are properly registered.
