	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to an assessment of City facilities regarding certain clean on-site power generation technologies.

	Sponsors:
Council Members Gennaro, Brewer, Fidler, Gerson, Foster, James, Liu, Martinez, McMahon, Nelson, Recchia Jr., Weprin, and Gonzalez.  

	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would assess certain clean on-site power generation technologies. By January 1, 2008 the Department of Citywide Administrative Services (DCAS) shall conduct an assessment of all facilities owned by the City with a five hundred kilowatt or greater peak demand to determine whether cogeneration and natural gas-based distributed generation projects are appropriate for such facilities.  The assessment required to be completed shall be reviewed by DCAS at a minimum of every five years and shall be updated as appropriate.  A report on the assessment and updates shall be submitted to the Mayor and the Speaker of the Council within 10 days of the completion of such assessment and updates, and shall include, but not be limited to, an explanation of the process, criteria and specific analyses used for such assessments and updates and the results of such assessments and updates for each facility.



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect immediately.
