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Res 0106-2006 Resolution calling upon the New York State Legislature to
increase the punishment for endangering the welfare of a child
and to designate this crime as a felony.

Res 0107-2006 Resolution calling on the New York State Legislature to amend
the Penal Law so that those who kill a child as a result of
recklessness are eligible for a significant prison term.

Res 0108-2006 Resolution calling on the New York State Legislature to create
the new crime of aggravated murder of a child, which should
mandate a sentence of life without parole.

Res 0145-2006 Resolution calling upon the New York State Legislature to
address the legal loopholes that allow dangerous and deadly
drivers to drive under the influence of drugs or to drive with a
suspended or revoked license.

Res 0152-2006 Resolution calling upon the New York State Department of
Transportation to broadcast all AMBER Alerts on its Highway
Advisory Radio (HAR) and Traveler Information Stations
(TIS).

Res 0807-2007 Resolution calling upon the New York State Legislature to
amend the definition of drug, as used in the sections of the
Vehicle and Traffic Law that relate to the offenses of operating
a motor vehicle while under the influence of alcohol or drugs,
to permit the arrest and charging under those sections of
individuals under the influence of chemical compounds found
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in products that can be abused as inhalants.
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
