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          1  COMMITTEE ON PARKS AND RECREATION

          2                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO: Good morning

          3  everyone.  Welcome to the Department of Parks and

          4  Recreation Committee.  We are here today to second

          5  name specific streets and public places to honor

          6  those who perished on 9-11.

          7                 Let me first thank the staff, namely

          8  Counsel to my left Tom Curry, also Frank Neely and

          9  Jeff Haberman, for their hard work in obtaining

         10  these over ninety names and the information with

         11  these names.

         12                 Just a little order of information

         13  first.  The next Park Committee Hearing will be on

         14  December 16th at 10:00 a.m. And the agenda will

         15  include an oversight hearing on the Department of

         16  Parks and Recreation in light of the recent budget

         17  changes and a note to my fellow colleagues and their

         18  residents. This Committee will entertain future name

         19  changes, both 9- 11 and others to be honored at a

         20  January meeting.

         21                 And as has been the practice of this

         22  Committee this past year, name changes will only be

         23  done periodically so as to facilitate the

         24  Committee's efforts to adjust future agenda issues

         25  and discussions throughout the year.
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          2                 On September 9th this year, this

          3  Committee approved over 80 names that were later

          4  approved by the full Council and the Mayor.  As I

          5  read these names today, as I said then please

          6  remember that these are not just names on a paper.

          7  These are somebody's mother, father, sister,

          8  brother, husband, wife and friend.

          9                 Following the Committee's vote today,

         10  Intro. 318- A will be presented to the full Council

         11  on December 18th and therefore approval.

         12                 At this point I am going to introduce

         13  my colleagues. To my left is Council Member Robert

         14  Jackson, and Council Member Denis Gallagher.  We do

         15  have other members who will be in and out and

         16  eventually when we do come to vote we will have a

         17  quorum.

         18                 We have two people giving testimony

         19  today and I welcome you this morning.  We have Susan

         20  Petito, Assistant Commissioner of NYPD and Assistant

         21  Chief, Department of Fire New York, Harold Meyers.

         22  Harold thank you very much for showing. Either one?

         23  Ladies first maybe?

         24                 ASSISTANT COMMISSIONER PETITO:  Good

         25  morning Mr. Chairman and Members of the City
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          2  Council.  I am Assistant Commissioner Susan Petito

          3  of the New York City Police Department, Office of

          4  the Deputy Commissioner Legal Matters.  I am honored

          5  to be here today on behalf of the New York City

          6  Police Department to express our support and

          7  gratitude for the bill before you Intro. 318.

          8                 The bill celebrates 92 precious

          9  lives, including heroic members of the New York City

         10  Police and Fire Departments and the Port Authority

         11  Police Department.  This City lost so many

         12  extraordinary individuals on September 11th that it

         13  is still difficult to comprehend the depth of our

         14  loss.  Although I could speak at great length about

         15  the heroism of all of the emergency and rescue

         16  workers who responded to the World Trade Center on

         17  September 11th, due to the tragic large number of

         18  heroes being honored on Intro. 318, I will limit my

         19  comments to three members of the Police Department,

         20  Police Officer Thomas M. Langone, Police Officer

         21  Paul Talty and Police Officer Ramon Suarez.

         22                 Police Officer Thomas Langone of

         23  Emergency Service Squad No. 10 was appointed to the

         24  police department in 1983 and after serving in

         25  patrol commands, he was assigned to the Emergency
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          2  Service unit in 1991.  He also served as Second

          3  Assistant Chief of the Roslyn Rescue Fire Company

          4  and as Second Deputy Chief Instructor at the Nassau

          5  County Fire Service Academy since 1993.

          6                 Over the years he was honored for his

          7  work at the 1993 World Trade Center bombing, the

          8  Oklahoma City bombing, and the crash of Avanica

          9  Flight number 52.  His brother Peter, a New York

         10  City Fire Fighter, assigned to Engine Company Number

         11  252 was also killed in the World Trade Center

         12  attack.

         13                 Police Officer Paul Talty also of

         14  Emergency Service Squad Number 10, was appointed to

         15  the Police Department in 1993 and after serving in

         16  the 108th Precinct was assigned to the Emergency

         17  Service Unit in 1999.  A basketball and track star

         18  in high school, he earned a Bachelor's Degree in

         19  Sociology in Queens College.  He was a skilled

         20  carpenter and electrician and had begun a major

         21  reconstruction project on his home, which was

         22  finished by his fellow ESU officers.

         23                 Police Officer Ramon Suarez of

         24  Transit Bureau District Number 4, was appointed to

         25  the Transit Police in 1987.  He worked in Transit
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          2  District Number 4, Transit Bureau Manhattan Task

          3  Force and Highway District Number 4.  He and his

          4  partner, Police Officer Mark Ellis were both killed

          5  while responding to the World Trade Center attack.

          6  A graduate of the Manhattan School of Graphic Arts

          7  and Design, Officer Suarez was a few credits shy of

          8  a Bachelor's Degree from Pace University.  A

          9  physical fitness enthusiast, he received many awards

         10  for his expertise in karate.

         11                 We hope that these brief sketches of

         12  the lives of Officers Langone, Talty and Suarez may

         13  remind us of the richness of their lives and what

         14  they gave to the people they loved and the City they

         15  loved.  At a time when we grieve for those we have

         16  lost it is important to remember the words of

         17  Commissioner Raymond Kelly.  When speaking about

         18  what our officers did on September 11th, it changed

         19  that day from a day of total deceit and devastation

         20  to one of rescue and triumph.

         21                 I would like to thank you for

         22  allowing me to speak in support of Intro. 318, at

         23  this moment of both heavy sadness and deep pride to

         24  give you a brief synopsis of the lives of three of

         25  the many heroes of September 11th, 2001.  Thank you.
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          2                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO: Thank you.

          3                 ASSISTANT CHIEF MEYERS: Good morning

          4  Chairperson Addabbo and Council Members.  My name is

          5  Harold Meyers.  I am Assistant Chief of Department

          6  and Manhattan Borough Commander for the New York

          7  City Fire Department.

          8                 Thank you for allowing me this

          9  opportunity to testify in regards to the proposed

         10  local law Intro. 318- A today.  The past year and

         11  three months have been the most difficult time the

         12  Department and the City have ever faced.

         13                 As we are rebuilding and recovering

         14  from the awful events of September 11th we do so

         15  with the memories of our fallen brothers always on

         16  our minds.  The heroic sacrifice they made during

         17  the course of saving others strengths our resolve to

         18  continue protecting the lives and property of the

         19  people of New York City.

         20                 We believe that renaming City streets

         21  is an appropriate, tangible, and special way to

         22  honor our fallen heroes. These men after all

         23  dedicated themselves twenty- four hours a day, seven

         24  days a week and 100 percent of the time protecting

         25  the lives and property of others.  The Department is
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          2  in favor of and supports renaming of City streets in

          3  honor of those who made the supreme sacrifice on

          4  September 11th, 2001.

          5                 These men are examples of selfless

          6  dedication and public service and are the roll

          7  models we should all strive to be. Thank you again

          8  for the opportunity to testify in regard to this

          9  very appropriate local law and for recognizing the

         10  heroic actions of our fallen firefighters in this

         11  way.

         12                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO: Thank you Chief.

         13                 Any questions or comments from my

         14  colleagues? Council Member Jackson?

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER JACKSON: Thank you Mr.

         16  Chair.

         17                 This is clearly an occasion that we

         18  honor our fallen heroes and even though we are

         19  naming 90 something streets and places, there are

         20  many, many more names that must take place for many

         21  other individuals who lost their lives trying to do

         22  their jobs and especially those fire, police and EMS

         23  people that rushed to duty and those that were not

         24  on duty that responded.

         25                 I remember that when I was at the
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          2  Firefighter's Rally in Central Park and they talked

          3  about contract negotiations and I remember the

          4  firefighters union president saying that many, many

          5  of their members gave the ultimate sacrifice, their

          6  lives, and they were not even on duty and by naming

          7  a street after them or a place to honor their memory

          8  and to honor what they have done for our City and

          9  the people of New York is our pleasure.

         10                 So, I did not want to miss this

         11  opportunity to just express the thankfulness on

         12  behalf of all the people that I represent, that we

         13  all represent for the City of New York, for all of

         14  those who gave their lives in the battle to try to

         15  save others. Thank you.

         16                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO: Thank you

         17  Council Member Jackson. Council Member Gallagher?

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER GALLAGHER: Thank you

         19  Mr. Chairman. Let me tell you how much I appreciate

         20  you following through and pushing this bill and the

         21  previous bill forward.  I think it is certainly a

         22  fitting and proper thing for us to do.

         23                 In the first bill I had 11 street

         24  name changes, all from folks in my district.  I have

         25  had four ceremonies; one for Lieutenant Kevin
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          2  Pfeiffer, one for Firefighter Vincent Morello, one

          3  for Lieutenant Steven Bates and one for EMT David

          4  Mark Fellons (phonetic). I can tell you the impact

          5  that it has, it's a positive thing for the family.

          6  It is a bittersweet moment.  It's nice to know 50-

          7  150 years from now there will be a street sign and

          8  some of the ones located in and around schools,

          9  people are going to ask. Why is that street sign up

         10  there?  And, they are going to talk about two

         11  things.  They are going to talk about heroic

         12  actions, they are going to talk about the life of

         13  people who gave their lives to protect our freedoms

         14  and this is a good thing that we do. Sometimes the

         15  Council in the past had been ridiculed for street

         16  name changes but it is nice to see that we are

         17  following through on these.

         18                 I am following up on Assistant

         19  Commissioner Petito's comments, if you don't mind

         20  Mr. Chairman, I ask your indulgence so that I can

         21  share with you a few things about some of the street

         22  name changes that I proposed, at least interesting

         23  tidbits for the record.

         24                 I know the Assistant Commissioner

         25  talked about Ramon Suarez and talked about his
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          2  commitment to the Transit Bureau, but I wanted to

          3  talk to you about another part of Ramon Suarez's

          4  life. She mentioned that he was a fitness guru, but

          5  he was also a track coach at St. Matthiess

          6  (phonetic) School.  Someone who was really known for

          7  his concern for children, his kindness, his

          8  encouragement he offered the youth of our community.

          9                 He was dedicated.  Winning or losing

         10  wasn't important to him, but teaching values to

         11  children was important to him.  He was a devoted

         12  husband and to his little girl Julian and he has

         13  other children and it's remarkable when you talk to

         14  family members and friends and people in the

         15  community, when they talk about Ramon Suarez, they

         16  talk about someone who is dedicated to the youth of

         17  our community and they talk about someone who gave

         18  his life to protect and participate in the greatest

         19  rescue effort ever in history.

         20                 We have also another person in my

         21  District, Doreen Angrisani, and I know the family

         22  extremely well.  This person was a lovely person,

         23  full of fun, possessed a heart of gold.  She was

         24  very, very dedicated to her family, never strayed

         25  far from our community.
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          2                 She was born in Middle Village, she

          3  attended local elementary schools, she always

          4  continued to reside there, have her family there,

          5  she was very, very active and she loved her New York

          6  Mets, like I love my New York Mets.  So it's

          7  important that we know -- and as you said Mr.

          8  Chairman to take a little bit past and look forward

          9  and look beyond the names and to realize the people

         10  and the families that this involves.

         11                 Jill Maurer- Campbell, which is going

         12  to be now Gray Street between Juniper Valley Road

         13  and 66 Drive.  She was another one who was born and

         14  raised in Middle Village and she's the daughter of a

         15  New York City Fire Captain, retired Fire Captain

         16  Joseph Maurer.  She attended local schools, Public

         17  School 49, Junior High School 119, St. Frances Prep.

         18  She played in our local little league, the RGM

         19  Little League, which I know you and I share that

         20  community, she loved swing dancing and two-

         21  stepping.  She met and fell in love with New York

         22  City Police Officer Steven Campbell at a party at

         23  her cousin Lori's house and they were married in

         24  April of 1999 and they again stayed in the community

         25  and moved into an apartment in Middle Village.  She
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          2  was working part- time and she is mother to Jake and

          3  she is somebody who is going to be missed very

          4  dearly within our community.

          5                 Lucia Crifasi, she was born actually

          6  in Scilly in 1950 and she is someone who is an

          7  instrumental leader in the Italian- American

          8  Community, not only in the Ridgewood Glendale

          9  Community that I represent, but throughout all of

         10  Queens County. She was a local business person that

         11  had a travel agency right on Fresh Pond Road in

         12  Ridgewood, Queens and she was someone who was very

         13  much involved in the community and will sorely be

         14  missed.

         15                 Barbara Guzzardo, Barbara was born in

         16  Cuba and she was cast out by Castro at the age of

         17  five and came to the United States as a political

         18  refugee.  She taught herself English, she worked her

         19  way through high school and college, she gained many

         20  awards and many certificates and she rose to the

         21  rank of vice president and broker.

         22                 She is a devoted wife and mother,

         23  maintaining a child home, very active in community

         24  service, she was an easy- going person, an optimist,

         25  someone who would always see the glass as half- full
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          2  as opposed to half- empty.  She has a son who is 18

          3  years old and a husband Anthony who misses her very

          4  dearly and comes into the office often and talks

          5  about all that she did for him and for her family

          6  and how much that she will be missed.

          7                 So those are just a snapshot of some

          8  of the few names that are listed on this bill Mr.

          9  Chairman.  For each and every name there is a story.

         10    For each and every name there are family and loved

         11  ones that will miss them and it is so fitting and

         12  proper that they will be forever remembered on the

         13  streets of our City and it's so important that we

         14  pass this bill today, it gets signed into law and we

         15  move forward with these precious ceremonies, ones

         16  that are very important.

         17                 Thank you very much for your

         18  indulgence Mr. Chairman.

         19                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO: Thank you

         20  Council Member Gallagher.  Well said.

         21                 I would like to welcome Council

         22  Member Helen Foster.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER FOSTER: Please let me

         24  apologize.  I have literally been stuck on the West

         25  Side Highway for awhile and I apologize because I am
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          2  usually very timely and I knew this was happening

          3  today, so please don't take my lateness as an

          4  indication of not thinking it was important.  I

          5  really was just not moving on the West Side Highway.

          6                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO: May I suggest

          7  trying to fit into your budget a helicopter maybe.

          8  Thank you for being here.

          9                 I think Council Member Gallagher

         10  brought up a good point in a sense that often in the

         11  past the City Council has been criticized for name

         12  changes, which is part of the job that this

         13  Committee here does and although we have been

         14  criticized, we have been trying to do it more

         15  efficiently, but nobody, nobody can criticize these

         16  97 names today, nobody. These are the most

         17  emotional, fitting names that we will do throughout

         18  the year and as I said nobody can criticize the job

         19  we do today.

         20                 As I read the 97 names please

         21  remember that we not only honor those and celebrate

         22  their lives but obviously we do mourn their passing.

         23    And, while we honor these heroes, we are

         24  acknowledging in just a modest gesture when you

         25  compare the great work that they have done while
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          2  here on Earth.

          3                 As I read the names please remember

          4  these are not just names on a paper, but yes they

          5  were in some way they affected other people's lives.

          6    Now I will start to read them.

         23                 At this point we are waiting for at

         24  least one other Council Member who is on their way

         25  for a vote.  We do need a quorum for a vote.  So, in
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          2  about 10 minutes.  We will take a very short recess

          3  in order for the vote to be had.

          4                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO:  I would like to

          5  reconvene this Parks and Recreation Committee

          6  Hearing.

          7                 At this point I would like to welcome

          8  some of my other members -- Colleagues who have

          9  joined us today; Council Member Jose Serrano,

         10  Council Member Alan Gerson and Minority Leader

         11  Council Member James Oddo, who I believe has a

         12  statement.

         13                 COUNCIL MEMBER ODDO: I just would

         14  like to take 30 seconds to thank you Mr. Chairman

         15  and the staff.  As you can see an inordinate amount

         16  of these street name changes is for my home borough

         17  Staten Island. Unfortunately a few of them are

         18  people I knew personally and I would just like to

         19  thank you and your staff.

         20                 I have never been a big fan of these,

         21  you know that, but the 9- 11 situation is a little

         22  bit different.

         23                 I just want to thank you for all the

         24  cooperation that you and your staff provided.

         25                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO: Council Member
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          2  Oddo, thank you very much for your time in being

          3  here and for the statement.  As I said nobody can

          4  argue with the credibility of these name changes and

          5  I appreciate your time.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER ODDO: Thank you very

          7  much.

          8                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO: At this time

          9  since we do have a quorum I will call the vote.  I

         10  just want to make it very clear that Section 84,

         11  Officer Thomas M. Lagone and Officer Paul Talty Way,

         12  will be changed to reflect the correct spelling and

         13  the correct spelling will be Thomas M. Langone and

         14  that is Section 84 of this bill.

         15                 At this point I would also like to

         16  welcome a colleague Council Member Marty Golden.

         17  Thank you Marty. Do you have a statement for the

         18  Committee Hearing?

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER GOLDEN: I think it is

         20  outstanding work this Committee has been doing,

         21  especially since 9- 11 in trying to make sure the

         22  proper recognition is done across the City of New

         23  York for all those who were lost in 9- 11 and others

         24  that were lost besides 9- 11.  For a new Committee

         25  and a new City Council you did an outstanding job
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          2  and I congratulate you sir.

          3                 I see Eddie Bracken in the crowd and

          4  he is here for Lucy Fishman Street.  Is that the

          5  playground area at Garrison Beach.  Congratulations

          6  to you on this today, I know it's going to be

          7  approved very shortly and I know it's been a long

          8  endeavor for you and your family.  It's been a hard

          9  endeavor. It's been a hard endeavor for all of us in

         10  the City and this is just a small tribute to their

         11  family that name can be up there for years and years

         12  to come for people who come looking and they can say

         13  that person died at the World Trade Center.

         14                 What I would like to see happen

         15  someday happen if this Committee ever gets the

         16  opportunity to do it, is actually have some on the

         17  bottoms of the poles, I guess five feet off the

         18  ground, to be able to have a plaque that would

         19  explain the naming of that street by that person.

         20  Something that is relatively inexpensive, but yet

         21  something that would give a bio of the individual or

         22  that group that you named that street after, so

         23  people can remember 10 15 years from now. When they

         24  look up on that poll they see that person and think,

         25  wow that's why they named that street for that
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          2  person.  So, that is something I would like to see

          3  the Committee take a serious look at in the future

          4  if you can.

          5                 Again, thank you for you for your

          6  great service.

          7                 Did we take a vote yet sir?

          8                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO: We are about to

          9  take a vote and I will take your suggestion to the

         10  Department of Parks and Recreation and DOT.  I think

         11  it's a fine idea giving that as years go by, the

         12  person should understand why the second naming was

         13  done in honor of those, so that is a credible

         14  suggestion that we will take to those agencies.

         15                 Any other comments?

         16                 At this point I would like to call

         17  the roll for the vote please.

          7  six in the affirmative. Zero the negative and no

          8  abstentions. The item is adopted and the vote will

          9  remain open.

         12                 CHAIRPERSON ADDABBO: To those family

         13  members who are here, thank you for your time. Also,

         14  thank those of you who gave testimony.  I wish all

         15  the happiest and healthiest of holiday seasons and

         16  New Year.  Thank you very much.  Meeting is

         17  adjourned.
