	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the purchase of green cleaning and other custodial products.

	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would require the city to purchase environmental preferable products for cleaning and maintaining interior building finishes. No later than June 1, 2009, the director of environmental purchasing shall publish a list of green cleaning products that may be purchased by the city to comply with this section. At least once annually, such list shall be reviewed and revised, if necessary. 



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect immediately, except that section five of this local law shall take effect June 1, 2009. However, this local law shall take effect only in the event that Int. 534-A, Int.536-A, Int. 544-A, and 545-A, takes effect by January 1, 2007.
