SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION:  Int. No. 1028 would require the Commissioner of the Department of Social Services (DSS) to create a system to automatically enroll individuals in City-created benefit programs, such as Fair Fares. The Commissioner would be required to use recent records, like tax and social services assistance rolls, to identify individuals who meet the eligibility criteria for these programs for automatic enrollment. The bill would also require the Commissioner to notify eligible individuals about automatic enrollment. This notice would have to include information such as details about the relevant benefit programs and any steps necessary to complete enrollment. Additionally, the Commissioner would have to establish a plainly and conspicuously communicated opt-out mechanism that would allow eligible individuals to decline automatic enrollment at the time they receive the notice. The bill would require the Commissioner to make the system, including the notice and the opt-out mechanism, available in designated citywide languages.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is estimated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenue is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council is unable to verify OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the Department of Social Services’ (DSS) expenditures at this time. OMB’s estimate assumes additional expense funding would be required for this legislation, but the Council assumes that the enhancements required would likely be capitally eligible. Additionally, DSS has a program area dedicated to Information Technology Services, with a robust expense budget and headcount, for maintenance and upgrades of benefit systems. Currently, the Council does not have adequate information to estimate the potential capital costs.
