To amend the New York city charter in relation to requiring the Board of Education to submit to the Council quarterly reports on the status of all Board of Education capital projects funded pursuant to § 254 of the charter.

REASONS FOR SUPPORT:

Each year, the Council appropriates millions of dollars of funding for Board of Education capital projects pursuant to §254 of the New York City Charter.  Currently, the Council has no formal process through which to receive reports from the Board of Education on these so-called “Reso A” projects.       


This legislation would create such a mechanism, obligating the Board of Education (or its successor) to report to the Council on the status of these projects on a quarterly basis.  This requirement would pertain to projects managed by either the Board of Education or the School Construction Authority.
