	Title: A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to banning firearms, rifles, or shotguns that are colored so as to appear to be toy guns.

	Summary of Legislation: “Int. No. 365-A would ban the uses and sale of gun coloration kits for sale on the Internet or from gun dealers, which are used to paint guns in bright, toy-like colors.”  Section 10-131 of the Administrative Code would be amended by adding a new subdivision j, which would: define those guns considered “deceptively colored” and define those products considered “deceptive coloring products”; delineate certain guns which would not be considered deceptively colored (i.e., those merely containing an ivory handle); make it unlawful to possess or dispose of a deceptively colored firearm, or modify any firearm to make it deceptively colored.  The legislation also proposes the manner in which deceptively colored guns already in possession of certain rightful owners are to be surrendered or modified.  The legislation also exempts government entities from the bans on the disposal, possession, modification, or use of deceptively colored guns.   Lastly, Int. 365-A provides that violations of the law would “be a misdemeanor punishable by a fine of up to $1,000, or imprisonment of up to 1 year, or both.”



	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect 120 days after its enactment into law, provided that, prior to such effective date, the police commissioner shall promulgate such rules and take such other actions as are necessary to its timely implementation.
