Justification: 
Middle school students in New York City can take the admissions exam for entry to specialized high schools, but access to test preparation is limited. This bill will promote education equity by requiring the Department of Education to develop a plan to provide free test preparation for all students, regardless of background. By ensuring universal access to this resource, all students will be given an opportunity to compete for admission. Additionally, a student survey will assess how prepared students feel for the exam, which will support further study of educational inequities in the city.
