Dear Colleague,

Please join me and my fellow colleagues in supporting the Community Impact Report bill which will be introduced at the next Stated Meeting on Wednesday, June 25th.  This legislation will provide a tool for community residents and business owners to understand how economic development projects will directly impact their neighborhoods prior to the approval of city-subsidized economic development benefits.  

The legislation would require the New York City Economic Development Corporation (via its contracts with the Department of Small Business Services) or development companies that receive city-subsidized economic development benefits to complete a report about the anticipated impact that such developments will have on surrounding areas.  Data captured by Community Impact Reports will include impact on: housing costs; resident and business displacement; number of jobs generated; types of jobs generated; wage and salary; number of employees with health benefits; community infrastructure impacts including the provision of police, fire and emergency medical services, sanitation, water supply, waste water treatment, services provided by the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene, the Health and Hospitals Corporation Corp and privately owned hospitals, public schools and public transportation services.  

With the proliferation of city subsidized economic development projects throughout New York City neighborhoods including commercial real estate, luxury and market-rate housing, the Community Impact Report bill will provide much needed transparency to empower area residents, business owners and other neighborhood stakeholders to effectively participate in economic development planning within their community. 
A press conference has been scheduled on the steps of City Hall at 10:00 a.m. on June 25th to announce the bill’s introduction.  If you wish to sign-on to this legislation please fax the attached sign-on sheet to Dottie Conway of my staff at (212) 788-8951.
