	Summary of Legislation: This legislation: 1) inserts a definition of the term “labor organization” to section 3-702 of the New York City Administrative Code and 2) amends subdivision 1 of section 3-703 of the New York City Administrative Code by inserting language that requires that contributions made by different labor organizations are not to be aggregated and made subject to the contribution limit applicable to a single source if those labor organizations make contributions from different accounts, maintain separate accounts with different signatories, do not share a majority of members of their governing boards, and do not share a majority of the officers of their governing boards.



	Effective Date: This local law shall become effective immediately upon enactment.
