BILL SUMMARY:

Int. No. 467 would create a comprehensive licensing regime to regulate solicitation by costumed individuals in public spaces. This bill would require that costumed individuals first acquire a license from DCA before they may solicit for tips. The license application would include a background check and fingerprinting. This bill would also impose time, place and manner restrictions for costumed solicitation.

EFFECTIVE DATE:

The law would take effect 120 days after enactment.
