A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to accessing biographical information pertaining to ceremonial street signs through quick response codes

Justification:
Ceremonial street co-namings honor individuals and organizations that have made significant contributions to New York City’s communities, history, and culture. However, the current signage provides limited context, leaving residents and visitors without accessible information about the individuals or entities being recognized.
By requiring the inclusion of quick response codes on ceremonial street signs, this bill promotes public education, preserves local history, and enhances community engagement by allowing the public to easily access biographical and historical information about those honored through street co-namings.
