	Title: An act to amend the civil service law, in relation to suspension of certain employees in cities having a population of one million or more.     


	Sponsors:   Council Member Baez



	Summary of Legislation: This bill amends §80 of the Civil Service Law to permit employees in New York City in certain titles of non-uniformed department of sanitation employees who were laid off because of economy measures on or after December 6, 2002 and who returned to service to purchase credit for the period of time they were laid off.  In order to receive credit for this period, these employees would be required to pay the employee contributions they would have been required to pay had they not been laid off. 

	Effective Date:  This legislation shall take effect immediately.
