A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to removing benchmarks for bus lanes and bicycle lanes from the streets master plan and repealing certain definitions in relation thereto.

Justification
This bill would remove the bus lane and bike lane quotas from the Streets Master Plan.
Transportation planning in New York City must remain flexible and data-driven, allowing for meaningful community input, interagency coordination, and site-specific analysis. Uniform benchmarks do not adequately account for variations in street width, traffic patterns, commercial activity, emergency access, senior populations, or existing transit infrastructure. In some cases, these mandates have resulted in changes that were implemented without sufficient consideration of local impacts or consensus.
For these reasons, I urge my colleagues to support this legislation.
