	Title: A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to training for tower and climber crane workers and riggers

	Summary of Legislation:         This legislation mandates that all workers engaged in the erection, jumping, climbing, rigging, or dismantling of a climber or tower crane shall have satisfactorily completed a department-approved training course of no less than 30 hours.  The training course will include instruction on fall protection, crane assembly and disassembly, weights and materials, the use of slings, lifting/lowering loads, signaling, crane and hoist inspections, rigging requirements, and generally how to avoid accidents with cranes and hoists.  In addition, the legislation includes additional qualifications needed by persons applying for rigger license by requiring a Department of Buildings approved 30-hour training course.      


	Effective Date:   This local law shall take effect one hundred eighty days after enactment or one hundred eighty days after the department approves courses required by this act, whichever is later.
