Falco Square North” to Dekalb Avenue between Classon Avenue and St. James Place, “Deputy Inspector Anthony J. Falco Square West” to St. James Place between Dekalb Avenue and Lafayette Avenue and “Deputy Inspector Anthony J. Falco Square South” to Lafayette Avenue between St. James Place and Classon Avenue, in Brooklyn.

Effective Date: This local law would take effect immediately.
