Justification: 
The NYPD currently tracks shooting incidents only when someone is struck. However, there is limited information on how often shots are fired. As a result, the City may not have an accurate picture of the frequency of gunfire in its communities. This bill requires the NYPD to publish weekly reports on confirmed firearm discharges by borough and precinct, including the circumstances of each incident. By highlighting instances of gunfire, this bill will increase transparency and provide city agencies and residents with insights into public safety trends.
