SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Proposed Int. No. 138-A would require the Mayor to designate an agency responsible for establishing a program to provide public service announcements in American Sign Language, with accompanying captions, for individuals who are deaf or hard of hearing. This bill would require such announcements to be displayed on advertising structures such as LinkNYC kiosks and would include, among other information, information on the availability of text-to-911 and video relay services. This bill would also require a report to assess the effectiveness of the program.
