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          1  COMMITTEE ON HOUSING AND BUILDINGS

          2                 CHAIRPERSON DILAN: Good morning,

          3  everyone. I am Councilman Erik Martin Dilan, the

          4  Chair of the City Council's Housing and Buildings

          5  Committee.

          6                 Before the Committee today is

          7  proposed Intro. 425-A, a local law to amend the

          8  Administrative Code of the City of New York in

          9  relation to the Electrical Code.

         10                 The Council intends to work with the

         11  Department of Buildings to keep the City's

         12  Electrical Code up-to-date as it is in the City's

         13  best interest to do so.

         14                 Proposed Intro. 425-A would update

         15  the current electrical code as required by Local Law

         16  No. 64 of the year of 2001 by adopting the 2005

         17  version of the NSPA National Electrical Code, also

         18  know as NEC.

         19                 And also by making several technical

         20  and administrative amendments to assure that the

         21  electrical code remains up-to-date and focused on

         22  the needs of the City of New York.

         23                 The Electrical Code, since its

         24  adoption in 2001 has been updated several times. The

         25  Committee last conducted a hearing on Intro. 421-A
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          2  on October 18th. Proposed Intro. 425-A would make

          3  several important technical and administrative

          4  upgrades to the Electrical Code and I'll speak

          5  briefly on just a few of the administrative

          6  amendments.

          7                 The Electrical Code that we're voting

          8  on today would require all license applicants to

          9  provide proof of insurance coverage. Provisions to

         10  further the electronic -- there is also provisions

         11  to further the electronic submission of documents to

         12  the Department of Buildings; changes the expiration

         13  date of licensees so as to stagger the time when

         14  they renew their licenses. It will be their

         15  birthdays going forward; and it would also limit the

         16  time limitation on the Council to act when it needs

         17  to update teacher Electrical Codes proposed by the

         18  Administration.

         19                 The 2005 NEC together with the local

         20  amendments in the legislation are known as the

         21  Electrical Code standards and will apply to work

         22  performed on and after January 1st of 2007. And we

         23  have been joined by Billy, so now I would like to

         24  ask the clerk to call the roll. Right on time.

         25                 COUNCIL CLERK: Proposed Introduction
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          2  425-A.

          3                 Council Member Dilan.

          4                 CHAIRPERSON DILAN: I vote aye.

          5                 COUNCIL CLERK: Rivera.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER RIVERA: I vote aye.

          7                 COUNCIL CLERK: Avella.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER AVELLA: Aye.

          9                 COUNCIL CLERK: Jackson.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER JACKSON: Aye.

         11                 COUNCIL CLERK: Mendez.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER MENDEZ: Aye.

         13                 COUNCIL CLERK: Oddo.

         14                 COUNCIL MEMBER ODDO: Yes.

         15                 COUNCIL CLERK: By a vote of six in

         16  the affirmative, zero in the negative and no

         17  abstentions, the item is adopted. Council members,

         18  please sign the Committee report. Thank you.

         19                 CHAIRPERSON DILAN: Okay. And we will

         20  hold the vote open. I know there is some members

         21  downstairs in the leadership meeting, we will allow

         22  them the chance to come up and vote on these items.

         23                 And I'd also like to acknowledge that

         24  we've received communication from the Department of

         25  Buildings in support of the legislation we passed
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          2  today, and we'll enter that into the record as well.

          3  And we'd also like to thank them for their

          4  cooperation with the Committee on getting this

          5  legislation passed.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER COMRIE: Committee

          7  Counsel, I'm in the room.

          8                 COUNCIL CLERK: Council Member Comrie.

          9                 COUNCIL MEMBER COMRIE: Aye on all.

         10                 COUNCIL CLERK: Council Member Fidler.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER FIDLER: Aye.

         12                 COUNCIL CLERK: The vote now stands at

         13  eight in the affirmative.

         14                 Council Member Baez.

         15                 COUNCIL MEMBER BAEZ: Aye on all.

         16                 COUNCIL CLERK: Council Member

         17  Gallagher.

         18                 COUNCIL MEMBER GALLAGHER: Aye.

         19                 COUNCIL CLERK: The vote now stands at

         20  ten in the affirmative, zero in the negative, no

         21  abstentions on proposed Introduction 425-A.

         22                 Council Member White.

         23                 COUNCIL MEMBER WHITE: Council Member

         24  White votes aye.

         25                 COUNCIL CLERK: The final vote on the
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          2  Committee on Housing and Buildings now stands at 11

          3  in the affirmative, zero in the negative and no

          4  abstentions.
