..Title

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to clearly identifying clean air taxicabs and providing information regarding such vehicles.

..Body

Be it enacted by the Council as follows:


Section 1.  Section 19-514 of Chapter 5 of title 19 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new subdivision h to read as follows:

h. Each hybrid-electric taxicab and taxicab dedicated to operate on compressed 
natural gas shall clearly display the words “CLEAN AIR TAXI” in two prominent locations on the vehicle’s exterior.  For the purposes of this subdivision, “hybrid-electric taxicab” shall mean a commercially available mass-produced vehicle originally equipped by the manufacturer with a combustion engine system together with an electric propulsion system that operates in an integrated manner, which is approved by the commissioner for use as a taxicab.
§2. Title 19 of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new section 19-534 to read as follows:

§19-534 Clean air taxi labeling and information. a. For the purposes of this section, the term “hybrid-electric taxicab” shall mean a commercially available mass-produced vehicle originally equipped by the manufacturer with a combustion engine system together with an electric propulsion system that operates in an integrated manner, which is approved by the commissioner for use as a taxicab.

b. The commission shall develop and provide information to each owner of a hybrid-electric taxicab and taxicab dedicated to operate on compressed natural gas, which shall be displayed in each such vehicle in a manner that is clearly apparent to a passenger located in the back seat of such vehicle, and which: 

(1) identifies such taxicab as a clean air taxi; and 

(2) includes the air quality benefits associated with the use of such vehicle; where 

such vehicle is a hybrid-electric taxicab, the fuel economy associated with the use of such vehicle, as compared with gasoline-powered taxicab models; and the address of the commission web page, required pursuant to subdivision c of this section, where additional information regarding such vehicle can be found.


c. The commission shall establish a web page that contains information regarding hybrid-electric taxicabs and taxicabs dedicated to operate on compressed natural gas.  Such web page shall include, but not be limited to, the following information: 

(1) the total number of such taxicabs operating in New York city, broken down by 

vehicle model;

(2) the information required pursuant to paragraph two of subdivision b of this 

section, including the aggregate air quality benefits and fuel savings associated with such taxicabs operating within New York city; 

(3) available governmental and manufacturer incentives for the purchase of such 

vehicles; and


(4) links to governmental and other websites that contain additional information regarding such vehicles.

§3. This local law shall take effect thirty days after its enactment into law.
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
