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Resolution pursuant to the New York State Environmental Quality Review Act setting forth findings of the Council concerning the environmental review conducted for the proposed comprehensive solid waste management plan dated July 19, 2006.


Preconsidered Res. No. 432 is a determination that the Final Environmental Impact Statement prepared by the Department of Sanitation in support of the Proposed Final Comprehensive Solid Waste Management Plan for the City of New York dated July 19, 2006 satisfies the requirements of the State Environmental Quality Review Act.


Pursuant to the regulations of the State Department of Environmental Conservation (6 N.Y.C.R.R. Part 617) the Council is an “involved agency” for purposes of compliance with the State Environmental Quality Review Act (Environmental Conservation Law Article 8). Section 617.09 of those regulations requires an involved agency to make certain findings before it makes a final decision to “commence, engage in, fund or approve an action that has been the subject of a final EIS.” 


Those findings are set forth in Preconsidered Res. No. 432 which is annexed.  Preconsidered  Reso. No. 432 was passed by the Committee on July 19, 2006 by a vote of 8 Yes, 1 No.
