Justification
New York City has over a thousand schools across the five boroughs; not all of these schools are funded equally. This legislation would create an online portal for the purpose of facilitating the comparison among schools of expenditures per student. Such online portal shall be designed to permit the user to compare, by school, the amount of funds expended for each student, and to trace such expenditures to their sources of funding and purposes for expenditure.
By establishing a maintained website Council Members, teachers, and parents can see how their schools are funded compared to other schools, and find inequalities when the arise.
