	AN ACT to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to establishing city community improvement projects




I. BACKGROUND
On May 19, 2026, the Committee on Governmental Operations, State and Federal Legislation, chaired by Council Member Gale Brewer, held a vote on Preconsidered SLR 3, State Legislation Resolution requesting the New York State Legislature to pass bills introduced by Senator Comrie S.4040, and Assembly Member Hyndman, A.5362, “AN ACT to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to establishing city community improvement projects.” Preconsidered SLR 3 passed with 5 votes in the affirmative, 0 vote in the negative, and 0 abstentions.
II. PROPOSED LEGISLATION
The proposed legislation would establish a framework for City Community Improvement Projects (“CCIPs”) in New York City with the goal of facilitating infrastructure improvements to community infrastructure such as shared driveways and private sewer lines. Like Business Improvement Districts, CCIPs would be geographically limited and ultimately funded by the property owners for whom the CCIP benefits. This bill would allow the Mayor to prepare CCIP plans upon the written petition of owners of at least 51% of assessed valuation of real property within the boundaries of the planned CCIP, and at least 51% of all owners of properties within the boundaries of the planned CCIP, and submit such plans to the City Planning Commission. The bill would then require the City Planning Commission to submit a report on the CCIP plan to the Council so that the Council may then hold a public hearing regarding the planned CCIP. The Council would determine whether to establish a CCIP based on whether there was proper notice; whether all properties included in the plan would benefit from the CCIP; whether all the properties that benefit from the CCIP ware within the boundaries of the CCIP; and whether the CCIP is in the public interest.
An approved CCIP would be initially financed and the benefiting properties would be charged for such costs. An approved CCIP would be carried out by a Project Management Association, the board of which would be made up of property owners and tenants of benefiting properties, and at least one representative from the Mayor, the Comptroller, the relevant Borough President, and the Council Member representing the area of the CCIP.
III. FISCAL IMPLICATIONS

IV. EFFECTIVE DATE
This bill would take effect 90 days after becoming law.
