IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

 
IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: The Council estimates that there would be no impact on expenditures resulting from the enactment of this legislation as the agencies could utilize existing resources to fulfill the legislation’s requirements. Based on the Council’s analysis of current operations, the agencies’ budget, and what would be additionally required under this legislation, the Council estimates that no additional funding would be required. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditure is not consistent with the Council’s estimate, as they estimate that the Office of Emergency Management would need additional resources to create the required reports. OMB was  not able to provide specific information on what resources would be required although they believe NYCEM does not have access to the data and operation systems required to implement this proposal
