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TITLE:
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to demolition work without a permit.

ADMINISTRATIVE CODE:
Amends title 26 by adding a new 26-123.1 and amends section 26-248 by adding a new subdivision (i).

BACKGROUND AND ANALYSIS:

On May 16, 2006, the Committee on Housing and Buildings, chaired by Council Member Erik Martin Dilan, will conduct a hearing on Int. No. 3, A Local Law to amend the Administrative Code of the City of New York, in relation to demolition work without a permit.  The Council is concerned about the performance of individuals and businesses directly engaged in demolition work throughout the City.  This legislation was drafted to ensure that the Police Department would receive better notice from the Department of Buildings of locations where any illegal demolition work is occurring or has occurred so that the Police Department, including the local precinct, as well as the Department of Buildings, may implement enforcement measures to stop illegal demolition work.  The legislation also provides that DOB give notice to the Council Member and Community Board in whose respective districts the demolition work is occurring or has occurred.  Any person or persons who engages in illegal demolition work shall be punished in accordance with the appropriate fines and penalties contained in section 26-248
 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York.

Int. No. 3

Bill section one creates a new section 26-123.1 in Title 26 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York to require notice to the Police Department, Community Boards and Council Members when the Department of Buildings is informed that  demolition work is occurring without a permit.

Bill section two provides for additional fines and penalties for conducting demolition work without a permit.
Bill section three is the enactment clause and provides that this local law take effect immediately.

� Section 26-248 of the Administrative Code of the City of New York, entitled “Punishments,” contains a number of civil and criminal penalties including a general provision (subdivision a of §26-248) for violators of any provision of subchapter three of chapter one of title twenty-six of the code or chapter one of title twenty-seven of the code amounting to a fine of not more than $5,000 for each and every violation or non-compliance; for continuing violations for failure to cease following notice of violation (subdivision d of §26-248) amounting to a minimum of not less than $250 nor more than $500 for the first such violation to not less than $2000 nor more than $5000 for the fourth such violation and for every subsequent violation, or by imprisonment for not more than 90 days for any such violation, or by both fine and imprisonment; with an additional penalty for working without a permit (paragraph 5 of subdivision g of §26-248), where relevant, amounting to a minimum of not less than $250 nor more than $500 for the first such violation to not less than $2000 nor more than $5000 for the fourth such violation and for every subsequent violation, or by imprisonment for not more than 90 days for any such violation.
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
