TITLE:  

A Local Law to amend the New York city charter, in relation to requiring the department of education, in consultation with the New York city police department, to provide additional security measures in public schools
BILL SUMMARY:

This Local Law would require the department of education, in consultation with the police department, to develop plans for the locking of entrance and exits doors and installation of buzzer systems at public schools.  In doing so, the commissioner is granted discretion as to the number, type, placement, and location of such door locking equipment and buzzer systems.  Additionally, by October 1st, 2018, the commissioner is required to submit a report to Council detailing buzzer installation and door locking plans for each school.

EFFECTIVE DATE:

90 days following enactment.
