IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is anticipated that DOT would require up to $1,068,807 annually to hire six new staff, purchase materials and signs, as well as cover the initial outlay for vehicles and equipment to carry out the requirements of this legislation. For Fiscal 2026, the prorated cost associated with the implementation of this legislation is estimated to be $534,404. OMB’s estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s expenditures is consistent with the Council’s estimate.
