RE:            Appointment to the New York City Tax Commission
                   The Committee on Rules, Privileges and Elections will consider this date an appointment to the New York City Tax Commission.

                    The Tax Commission is set forth by law within Chapter 7 of the New York City Charter.  Pursuant to Section 153, the membership consists of a President and six Commissioners who shall be appointed by the Mayor for a term of six years, with the advice and consent of the Council.  Each Commissioner is required to have at least three years business experience in the field of real estate or real estate law.  At least one resident of each borough shall be included among the Commissioners.  The President is paid a salary of $141,000 and Commissioners receive a salary of $21,630.

                     The Tax Commission is charged with the duty of reviewing and correcting all assessments of real property made pursuant to the provisions of the duties of assessors (Section 1506).

                      The nominee KIRK P. TZANIDES from Brooklyn, has been recommended by the Mayor for appointment as a Member of the New York City Tax Commission.

                        Mr. Tzanides appointment will be for the remainder of a six year term which will expire on January 6, 2004.
